New Tariff Ruling Read
All Petitions Under Flexible

Provisions to Be Referred
toCommission for Action

CLEVELAND, Oct. 12 (By The'Asso¬
ciated 'Press)..A proposal to draft «11
workers, from banker to laborer, in war
timo, advocated by Colonel L. II. Bug¬
gies, of the United States Ordnance
Department, and announcement by
William H. Culbertson, vice-chairman
of the United States Tariff Commis-
sion, of an order by President Harding!
that all investigations under the flexi¬
ble provisions of the tariff law for a!
chango in rates should be filed with jthe commission» featured to-night's
session of the American Mining Con-
gress.
"When the drafting of labor at horn«

is mentioned it should not be under- jstood to apply only to manual labor¬
ers, frequently referred to as workers,"
Colonel Buggies declared. "It should
include every male citizen physically
and mentally capablo of service in the
defense of his country'- It we can draft
men's lives, we certainly can draft
their business during an emergency.Such a plan should be of universal
application. It should apply to the
banker as well a« to tho laborer. Each
man would be required to keep at the
work assigned to him, as a soldier must
stay on his job.
"There would be no striking for

higher wages, no absence without
leave», no quitting one job to goaround the block and hold up another
agency for higher wages.

Would "Freeze" Wage»
"The conditions of the universaldraft would have to be worked out

carefully. Wages and profits would
have to be froxen at figures obtainingwhen war is declared. Adjustments,of course, would be worked out in ex¬
ceptional caaes, such as the high costof production of certain needed mo-1terials which could not be prjûdùccc!economically in the required amountsin time of peace. Arrangements forjust and moderate compensation of
owners of plants and capital wouldhave to be devised.
"The benefits of such a -universaldraft not only in speeding up the pro¬duction of munitions and otherfieccs-sities in time of national danger, butin hastening the return to normalcywhen the war is over, are so great thatthe thought deserves the mostearnest consideration of all patriotic^Americans."

v ¦;Colonel Ruggles is chief of the tech¬nical staff oí the ordnance departmen*,which passes upon standardizationplans and all new designs for ordnance.He was formerly in charge of the SandyHook and Aberdeen proving grounds.
Tariff Stability Promised

Mr. Culbertson said that on October7 the President had signed an orderthat "all requests, applications or pe¬titions for action" under flexible pro¬visions of the tariff law "shall befiled with or referred to the UnitedStates Tariff Commission."He said that consideration of indi¬vidual tariff rates "will undoubtedlybe broadly construed" and that thepowers conferred oh the President bythe new tariff law will "lead togreater stability.?"Tho commission will be at libertyto narrow or widen the scope of anycase ldid befOTe it and will not lielimited in its findings to the reliefasked by the applicant," Mr. Culbert¬
son added. "The proceedings will beof a judicial character,. The commis¬sion's findings will be arrived at underregular procedure, such as would befollowed by a court or by a com¬mission."

Weeks Favors Zone Plan
To Adjust Rail Wages

Systepn Used in Canal, District
Could Be Utilized to Ad¬

vantage, He Suggests
Prom The Tribune's Washington Dtsreau
WASHINGTON, Oct. 12..Secretaryof War Weeks suggested to-day. that,the system of adjusting labor disputes '

now in vogue in the Panama Canal
Zone could be applied to an advantagein connection with the railroad linesof the United States, after a brief con¬ference with Harvey McConoughc*/, amember of tho wage and complaintscommittee of the Canal Zone, in which! both officials agreed that labor condi¬tions on the waterway were satisfac¬tory.

Secretary Weeks announced that theopen shop policy had been in operatipnin the Canal Zone for the last ninemonths, and that it had been agreed to ;continue this system of dealing withlabor on the canal.
Commenting on the success of thesystem of adjusting labor disputesthrough conferences with representa¬tives of the men and the government,Secretary Weeks said that if the rail¬road systems of the United States weredivided into districts as the army isdivided into nine corps areas, it wouldbe possible for representatives of therailroad management and employees toget together and determine the meritsof all labor disputes and reach settle¬ments.

U. S. Renews Muscle
Shoals Steam Plant
Lease to Aid South

Weeks Says Contract Will
Prevent Shutdowns in
Mills Impending Since
Coal and Rail Strikes

From The %ribune'*.Washington Bureau
WASHINGTON, Oct. 12,.Secretary

of War Weeks announced to-dáy that
he had renewed for another year the
lease contract with the Alabama Power
Company, under which that company
operates the government electrical
generating steam plant at Muscle
Shoals.
"This was necessary," Mr. Weeks

said, "In order to prevent several cot¬
ton mills and other Industries in cer¬
tain Southern states from closing down
or materialy curtailing production be¬
cause of disturbed conditions in the
coal suply and transportation and lack
of developed hydro-electric power. By
inter-connections the power systems of
the South are able to transmit and
interchange electrical energy over sev¬
eral hundred miles of high-tension
lines. Renewal of. the lease will en¬
able Southern industries nerved by
these- hydro-power systems to plan
against a recurrence next year of
drought and coal shortage, and also to
continue to expand operations."
The Alabama -Power Company, Mr.

Weeks said, will pay' the government
the samé-rental írs h-eret.ofore, amount¬
ing to $10,000 a month, for the use of
the plant, plus a charge of two mills a
..¡lowatt hour for all energy developed.
During "19.22 the rental, to, the govern-
.rneri4. is expetced .'to. exceed $200,000,
the .S-'cre.tary added,

Secretary Weeks said, the Muscle.
Shoals ..plant was furnishing power to
plants in Georgia and the Carolinas, in
addition to that distributed direct by
the Alabama Power. Company.
"The Central «f Georgia Power Com¬

pany,", tho Secretary said, "reports
that one-third of its total power out¬
put is now coming from the Muscle
Shoals plant..-'The Carolina Power
Company reports that, wCr* it not for
a considerable quantity of power which
it Tccéives from the plant and that ob¬
tained by the Yadkin River Power
Company and the Palmetto Power and
Light Company, it would be necessary
that these companies curtail power to
forty-four« cotton. niiUi£-&t~anuiacturing
establishments, cottonseed mills, gin¬
neries and other North and South Car¬
olina industries."

Bishop Asserts America
Has Neglected Its Duty

Fate of Smyrna Hangs Over
Constantinople, He Tells

Virginia Methodists
Special Dispatch to The Tribune

NORFOLK, Va., Oct. 12..America
has sadly neglected its duty to Chris¬
tians murdered and outraged by the
Turks, Bishop James Cannon jr. told
the Virginia Methodist Conference to¬
day. Bishop Cannon has just returned
from the Near East. He declared the
fate of Smyrna hangs over Constanti¬
nople like a man sliding over a holpless
victim with drawn dagger.
"But what íb Christian civilization

doing?" he asked.
The Bishop told of the horrors of

Turkish massacre, outrages, pillape,
cutting and slashing and deportation
of Christians. He declared America as
a Christian nation had failed the
Christians of the Near East. He said
the 40,000 Christians in Constantinople
view with alarm the agreement of tho
Allies permitting th« return of the
Turk and letting the Turk into Thrace.
Thousands of Turks in Constanti¬

nople, with arms, are awaiting orders
from Kemal to slay Christian women
and children, Bishop Cannon said.

1 Dead, 2 Hurt, as

Auto Stolen From
Oldfield Is Wrecked
Mile-ii-Mhiute Joy Ride Up

Drive Ends in Crash ; Man
Uninjured Charged With
Homicide and Larceny

With a roar that was heard for
blocks an automobile owned by Bar¬
ney Oldt'iold, the racer, plunged up
Riversido Drive early yesterday at
moro than a mile a minute, jumped the
curb at Eighty-ninth Street, near the
Soldiers and Sailors' Monument, and
crashed into a tree, killing one man
and severely injuring two others.
The dead man is Joseph S. Degnon,

of 3 West Ninety-eighth Street, who
was crushed when he was catapulted
against the tree. Ho Ifl believed to
have been riding on the extra «eat
alongside the driver. The injured are

Edward S. O'Donnell, twenty-two years
old, of 444 West Twenty-sixth Street,
a chauffeur, and Edward McKee, thir¬
ty-threes, also a chauffeur, of 490
Eleventh Avenue.
The ear, an expensive racing model,

with a California license, was reduced
to a tangled mass by the impact. Mc¬
Kee was found unconscious, wedged in
between the steering wheel and the
seat. O'Donnell lay stunned in the
«treet a few.ofeet from the wreck.
A fourth passenger, who left the

scene of the accident immediately, was
identified as Joseph Dowd, thiri,v-two
years old, of 305 West Twenty-eighth
Street, where he was found later
asleep in his bed. He was taken to
the West 100th Street station,
¿harged with homicide and removed to
Police Headquarters for questioning.

Oldfield, who is staying at the
Hotel Astor, accompanied by Monte.
Stone, an automobile dealer at Sixty-
second Street and Broadway, visited
the police station later and viewed
Degnon's body. He said the wrecked
automobile was his, but that he did
not know the dead man or how the
men came into possession of his car
from the Midtown Garage, Forty-ninth
Street and Seventh Avenue. He told
Lieutenant O'Henrn that he had given
Stone permission to use the car, but
the latter declared he had permitted
none of the men in the car at the
timo of the accident to use it. Dowd
is a mechanic who worked for Stone
at various times. It was learned from
the garage keepers that he had taken
the car from the garage at 11 o'clock
the previous night.
Both the injured men were taken

to the Knickerbocker Hospital for
treatment and placed under arrest on
charges o' homicide. McKee was ar¬
raigned yesterday before MagistrateCharlea A. Oberwager in the West
Side court on a short affidavit charg¬
ing homicide and grand larceny. He
was held without bail on the grand
larceny charge and will be examined
to-morrów.

Miss Marcus declared that the chil¬
dren were suffering intensely from
malnutrition even when they boarded
the «hip at Liban, but when they ar¬
rived yesterday there were no visible
effects of their misfortunes. They will
go to Ellis Island.

"I have a cold now and I have that
feeling of not living anyhow."

"I have had a feeling 'I don't care'
for tho last two weeks."
"The thoughts of thinking of far-

reaching questions, as: 'Who made the
world?' 'Is there any God?' 'The
theory of Darwin.' 'The struggle for
existence.' 'Of the survival of the fit¬
test.' 'Has man the right to take life
of another being because all things are
created equal ?' "

"Reading of the hand-book of all
(name not readable) has affected me
horribly, as I do not know whether
there is a God or not; as n matter of
fact no man positively knows."

Latvia Quits Ruble for Franc
GENEVA, Oct. 12..The Republic of

Latvia is abandoning the ruble, in favor
of the franc, as its monetary unit.
Orders have been placed with a.Swiss
medal manufactory for the coinage
of 69,000,000 franca of nickel-bronze
pieces in fractional denominations, 40,-
000,000 francs in ten and twenty franc
gold pieces, and 60,000,000 franc3 in
silver coins.

Expert Asserts IL S.
Doesn't Know How
To Do Advertising

O'Shauglmessy Discerns Too
Much Idle Thought in Its
Announcements ; Agencies
Plan to Improve Service

The advertisements of the United
States government contain too much
idlo thought, declared James O'Shaugh-
nessy, executive secretary of the Amer¬
ican Association of Advertising Agen¬
cies, yesterday In an address to the
members of this organization at the
Hotel Ambassador. He compared the
inefficiency of tho government's adver¬
tising with "the farmer who has a

twenty-mule team in his barn and lets
his plow go to rust." The American
Association of Advertising Agencies i«>
determined to tako the government'«-,
advertising away from tho politician.«;.
Mr. O'Shaughnessy said, as the men
who advertise the government arc totul-
ly ignorant of their subject.

In closing his address the executive
secretary announced that the services
of his organization were at the dis¬
posal of tlie government and he hoped
to induce the Department of Commerce
to advertise more freely in the news¬
papers, In order to bring before the
public tho many facllitie« which are
at the disposal of the citizens of this
country and also to acquaint American
business men with the intimate opera¬
tions of their government.
Speaking of the influence of the daily

press ns a mean? of public information,
Mr. O'Shaughnessy declared the busi¬
ness men of this country had expended
$600,000,000 for newspaper advertising
during the last year.
After the address of the executive

secretary the members of the A. A. of
A. A. elected the following officers for
1922-'23: John Benson, of Chicago,1
president; C. D. Newel!, of New York,
vice-president; E. E. Dalits, of Atlanta,
secretary, and John P. Ilallman, of New
York, treasurer. A. W. Erickson and
H. S. Gardner, of tho executive board,
wero elected to serve three years. Mr
Erickson was awarded a gold medal by
the members of the association in
recognition of his service during the
year.
The American association probably

will hold its next convention in Chi¬
cago.

Calder Asks I. C. C. to
Route Coal Cars Here

Request was made yesterday to the
Interstate Commerce Commission by
Senator William M. Calder to route ad¬
ditional coal cars to New York as an

aid in lessening the coal shortage. At
the same time the Senator offered to
assist Governor Miller and William H.
Woodin, State Fuel Administrator, in
their dealings with the Interstate Com¬
merce Commission on fuel questions.

In making public his request to the
commission for more cars, Senator
Calder declared he was in receipt of
reports which showed that railroads
running to the Groat Lakes were re¬
ceiving additional cars, although those
roads already wero congested with coal
shipments. The shortage of cars on
roads to New York in tho face of this
condition, Senator Calder felt, should
be called to the attention of the com¬
mission. I
