Time in Entire History

Increased Endowments

College Will Broaden Scope
of Research Work and

Raise Scientific Output

‘For practically the first time in the
ninety-one years of its existence New
York University is free of debt and
able to carry out plans.for expansion
in the edueational fleld, Chancellor
Elmer Ellsworth Brown made known
yesterday in his annual report to the
counecil of the university. .

One of the leading factors in en-
abling the university to clean the slate
of its indebtedness was the recent “un-
precedented and most encouraging ae-
tion on the part of the general educa-
tion board”” This involved an agree-
ment, according to Chancellor Brown,
between the officers and members by
which their subscription will be applied
to the clearing off of outstanding obli-
gations. At the same time they in-
creased the amount of their subserip-
tion from $350,000 to $500,000, while
the Carnegie Corporation took similar
action, inereasing its subseription to
the university from $200,000 to $300,000,

The university’s financial handicap
has nol been removed, however, Chan-

"cellor Brown told the members of the

council, but he pointed out that New
York University "for the first time has
this running start toward the financial
goal of adequate endowment.”

Broad Program Authorized

Besides enabling extensive {improve-
ments to he made during recent months
in the various colleges of the uni-
versity, it was pointed out that this
finaneial rehabilltation will enable s
broad program of faculty research to
be carried out, as well as an increase
in the scope of activities of the Wall
Street financial branch, The latter will

be facilitated through the lifting of a |

burdensome mortgage on the building
ot 90 Trinity Place.

“As the lifting of the fog of debt
enables us to look about us we see
clearly that to perform its mormal
functions as a university this institu-
tion must be greatly strengthened un
the side of research, with the several
forms of equipment contributory to it,”
the chancellor gaid. “Universities have
the fundamental organization for doing
work in the field of research many
times as great as they are now ecalled
upon to do, At New York University
I am confident that with a doubling of
our endowment we could easily quad-
ruple our scientific output, at least half
of which would be directly avplicahle
to Industrieg and professions.”

Among the improvements already
made this year, Chancellor Brown said,
were exteniive ceonlargements at the
Washington Sguare center of the uni-
versity, at a cost of $660.000, which

included the addition of 108,800 sguare |

feet of floor space and fifty-dight lec-
ture und seminar rooms.

New Buildings Completéd

The chancellor also reported the
completion of a soven-story- building
as an addition to the medical college
in East Twenty-sixth Street. This will
house the state bacteriolopieal labora-
tory, The completion of Sage Research
Laboratory at University Heights also
wae cited.

All this was made possible, Dr.
Brown gaid, “through the active loyalty
of our alumni and the generosity of
numerous friends, giving individually
and th?mrgh the great ecducational
fgundations; and particularly at the
critical point, through the liberality
and diseriminang co-operation of the
general Education board.”
