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BERLIN, Nov. 6..By decision of the

arbitration board last week the Ger¬
man government is compelled to pay to
ship owners a subsidy of 18.000,000,000
marks in installments on the construc¬
tion of new ships begun before July,
3922. This sum is nayable in addition
to the 12,000,000.000 marks which tho
government was required to pay to the
«hip owners as compensation for vessels
lost during the war or surrendered ac¬
cording to the provisions of the Treaty
of Versailles, under which Germany
Joat nearly alt her merchant marine to
the Allies. The sums now appropria¬
ted are to be used to build up a new
mrechar.t fleet.

The indemnity had its origin in the

so-called assistance law of November,
1917, supplemented in October, 1918, by
another agreement providing for an
increase in accordance with the rise in
prices due to wage inflation. Under this
arrangement the government under¬
took to turn over the 12,000,000,000
Marks to a bank, as trustee, speciallyformed to handle the aituation. The
bank in turn distributed the fund
among the ship owners. After consid¬
erable haggling, during which the ship
owners sctimated their war losses at
7,000,000,000 marks in gold, thev agreed
to tho figure of 12,000,000,000 paper
marks.
The recent tremendous declino in tho

exchange value of the mark upset this
agreement- As a consequence the arbi¬
tration board has granted another 18,-
000,000,000 marks, which may again un¬
dergo considerable upward fluctuation
in view of tho persistent decline in ex¬
change. It is possible, however, that
this may be struck off the budget en¬
tirely, due to the objections of the
Reparation Commission, which consid¬
ers such expenditure extravagant. Tho
Gorman merchant marine, which, since
tho armistice, has gradually been re¬
stored, may, therefore, suffer a serious
blow should the objections of the Rep-arition Commission prevail, unless the
Germans find other moans to continue
their work for reconstruction.
The Germans maintain that the ob¬

jection is untenable, as the posses¬
sion of a merchant marine by Ger¬
many is one essential prerequisite for
the development of the trade whereby
alone she will bo able to pay the bill
for reparations.! The Law government may be the target
of many attacks in handling domestic
problems, but its foreign policy will
nave the indorsement of a large and

I influential part of the country, which
no longer fears the possibility of »' Labor success.

French Passenger
And Freight Ship
Business Recovers

Depression of Last Year
Gives Way to Trade Re¬
vival; Cotton Shipments
Are Coming In Slowly

PARÍS. Nov. R..-The shipping situa¬
tion shows a large increase in both
freight and passengers arriving in
France over the corresponding period
of last year. Thl3 is due to the partial
crop failure of 1921, which forced the
country to purchase large supplies of
grain in the United States and Argen¬
tina. Shipments are now pouring into
Marseilles in a steady stream, al¬
though the prices range about 40
francs a ton above the local figures.Added to this traffic, all of the raw ma¬
terials, which France haa been com¬
pelled to buy in foreign markets, are
now arriving in Marseilles, Havre andBordeaux.
Among the vessels may be numbered

those bearing coffee from Brazil and
Madagascar, and others bringing rubbei
from South America and the Congo.Cotton ia arriving slowly at Havre, ai
the rate of 2,000 tons a wetk. Approx¬imately 108,000 tons have been re¬
ceived, of which 98,000 tons came from
the United States. .-Shipments of cot¬
ton are greatly increased over the pre¬ceding year, due to the rapid improve
ment in the textile industry. Th«
usual shipments of silk from Americat
and Japanese ports are suspendedawaiting an improvement in exchangebut Chinese silk is coming in as a re
suit of the lower exchange there.

Vessels are now leaving Franc
fairly empty, but this will be change«in the early spring when raw material
now arriving will be manufactured am
ready to ship to all parts of the world
especially to the French colonies.
Passenger traffic shows a decrea3

from the summer tourist season, bu
moro autumn arrivals are recordé
than at any time since the war. Thi
is said to be due to the world-wide in
crease in business resulting from general prosperity. The industrial crisi
last year was marked by the arrivai o
many empty ships in French ports, bu
now all French winter resorts are al
ready crowded and trains southwar
are packed. Liners sailing from Franc
now carry few passengers until th
Christmas season, when there will b
a general exodus of tourists to reac
homo before the holidays and passagwill be difficult to obtain.

Motor Ship as the
Craft for Future

Diesel Power Rapidly Sup¬
planting Steam; Shipyard
Workers Reject Plans to
Decrease the War Bonus

Fpevial C'abis to The Tribune
LONDON, Nov. 6,.The feature of

the new annual report of Lloyds
Register of Shipping was the emphasis
laid upon the coming of oil as a power
in marine engineering. The report
shows the world-wide depression in
the shipbuilding industry, continuing
throughout the last year, but states
that one reaction to this has been the
encouragement of the latest ideas in
construction.
Steam turbines were installed during

the year on ninety-eight vessels undor
Lloyds supervision. This indicates tho
passing of the direct tarbine drive
and the end of a historic phase ini marine engineering. The number of
vessels built during the year and In-
tended for propulsion by internal com-! bustion engines was fifty-nine, of
which twenty-one were ships of large
size, all fitted with engines using
heavy oil.

In line with this development there
are three significant items in recent
shipping news. One of these was the
sailing of the new motorshlp Tennesse,
owned in Norway, on her maiden voy¬
age to Australia. The second was the
launching of the Greenock Dreshtdyk,
a laTge twin screw motorshlp built to
the order of the Hollanu America
Line. The third was the placing in
commission of the second of the Elder
Dempster motor passenger lines.
There is some concern in shipbuild¬

ing circles here thi3 week as a result
of the rumor that nothing will be done
at present on the placing of orders for
the construction of two battleships,
which Great Britain is permitted to
build under her quota for 1922 agreed
upon at the Washington Conference on
the Limitation of Armament.
The change In the government is

generally approved in shipping cir¬
cles in the belief that it will mean less
government interference and fewer
international complications.
There are now 500 ocean-going ves¬

sels of 1,000,000 tons laid up at pres¬
ent in British ports. According to esti¬
mates published this week the ton¬
nage of new construction started in
1922 will be the lowest in the last
thirty years. An additional cause of
depression is the 2-to-l majority
among the shipyard workers against
accepting the last cut in the war
bonus, but it is hoped that negotiations
over the week end will avert further
stoppage of work.

of the institution, announcing the es-1 tablishment of the clinic, said research
and treatment of diseases of the
thyroid gland have been going on for
some time at the hospital with gratify¬ing results. Eighty per cent of the
cases treated, Dr. Howell eaid, showed
marked improvement, and /40 per cent
were cured. The new clini* is expected
to materially increase those averagesof success.

Miuison Liner, Five
Days Late, Blames
British at Bermuda

Captain of Southern Cross
Says He Was Delayed in
Harbor When He Stopped
to Take Oil and Water

Tho Munson liner »Southern Cross
arrived In Hobokcn yesterday five days
late from Buenos Ayrcs, Rio de Janeiro,
Montevideo and Santos. The delay, ac¬

cording to Captain Bert U. Heald, was

due to the discourtesy with which
British officials treated the American
vessel when it put in at St. George,
.«Bermuda, to replenish stores of oil and
water.

It was Sunday, October 29, when the
Southern Cross reached St. George, and
Captain Heald said he wore out his
whistle trying to attract the" attention
of the port health officer in order that
he could land his passengers.
A British vessel entered port at 2

o'clock the following afternoon, said
Captain Heald, and was attended to
immediately by the port health officer,
after which he visited the. Southern
Cross and passed it. The passengers
were so indignant at the treatment ac¬
corded them by tho British that they
held a meeting and voted to boycott St.
George. When it became apparent
that the ship would be in port for sev¬
eral days, however, they changed their
minds and went ashore in tugs.

Captain Heald said tho British offi¬
cials refused him permission to use the
Admiralty dock and he had to put In
at the privately owned V/est Indirs
dock, which his vessel was unablo to
enter because of unfavorable weather
until Thursday evening. It left St.
George the next morning.
Tho cause of the shortage of oil and

water will be the subject of an inves¬
tigation by tho company.
Miss Hardynia K. Nordllle, et Mont¬

gomery, Ala., who has represented the
World's Woman's Christian Temper¬
ance Union In South Amerioa for eight
years, was a passenger on the South¬
ern Cross. She asserted several South
American nations were about to adopt
prohibition. She said she was in favor
of retaining bars on American shipsuntil some way could be found to pre¬
vent passengers from taking their own
liquor aboard.

Dollar Says Center of
Trade Swings to Orient

Veteran Steamship Man Sees
Complete Change Within

the Next Generation
Within the lifetime of the younger

generation of shipping men the center
of world commerce will swing from the
Atlantic Ocean to the Pacific, Captain
Robert Dollar, the veteran steamship
owner, declared recently in an address
at Seattle, before a meeting of the
China Club.
"Perhaps I shall not live to see this

change," said Captain Dollar, who is
seventy-eight years old, "but you young
men will see it and wo should all of
us be up and doing in order to take
advantage of it."

In explaining the enormous growth
of trade with China the speaker cited
the increase in the population of
Shanghai from 600,000 twenty-flve
years ago to 1,800,000 to-day.
"The surface has barely been

scratched," he said. "We commercial
men must follow in the wake of evan-
gelists, and there Í3 much work to be
done before extensive development of
our trade with China can be carried
out."

Woman Diver to Give
Father Neptune a Thrill
Mrs. Augustus T. Shiflet, of Cincin¬

nati, who has been risking her life byhigh diving for thirty-six years, sailed
yesterday on the Lamport & Holt
liner Vandyck to give diving exhibi¬
tions for ten weeks in Buenos Ayres.She took with her a tank fourteen
feet long, seven feet wide and fourfeet deep into which she dives from
a height of seventy-five feet. When
the Vandyck crosses the equator and
the customary aquatic sports and cere¬
monies of "crossing the line" are
started by Father Neptune, Mrs. Shiflet
said she would be willing to dive into
the sea from the Vandyck's foremast
if Captain John Byrne would agree to
slow down to four knots, a speed thatwould enable her to swim with the
vessel and climb a rope ladder thrown
over the ship's side.
"Doctors who advocate swimming for

women as a means of reducing weight
are largely in error," she said. "Suchadvice is misleading, but not harmful.
I have been in the water all my lifeand it has kept me at the normal
weight of 160 pounds. Swimming hard¬
ens one physically and to my swim¬ming and diving I owe my good health.I am now forty-one and have beenswimming since I was three; divingsince I was' five, and a professionalsince nine. My son, who Is twenty-one,and my husband have urged me to quitbut I would simply die if I kept outof the water."
