Col. Duncan B. Cooper
Dies at 79 in Nashville

He Was Convicted of Killing
Senator Carmack and Par-

doned by Governor

NASHVILLE, Tenn., Nov. 5.—Colonal
Duncan B. Cooper, convicted as the
slayer of former United States Senator
Edward Ward Carmack, in 1908, died
last night after a short iliness. He
was seventy-nine years old. Funeral
services will be held to-morrow in his
old home in Ashwood.

Colonel Cooper and his son, Robin,
killed Carmack, then editor of “The
Nashville Tennessean,” because Car-
mack refused to heed their request
that the name of Coclonal Cooper be
omitted from artleles in “The Nash-
ville Tennessean"” attacking Covernor
Patterson,

Instead of heeding the request,
Carmack made sarcastic reference. to
Cooper in his paper the dasy after he
received the warning. The next day
Cooper and his son came upon the
editor 48 he was talking to a woman in
the street and opened filre. Cooper’s
conviction was confirmed, and &s soon
as the final decision wa sannounced
Governor Patterson pardoned him. His
son’'s case was ordered re-tried and
then was dismissed for laek of a
prosecutor. Robin Cooper was found
dead several years ago, apparently tha
victom of a murder.
