of actual achievement, the Blue is tak¬
ing nothing for granted in it» contest
with the team of deatinty that goes to
battle under the banner of Orange and
Black.

Tigers Specializing
On Attack Against
Old Eli Embroglio
PRINCETON, N. 3., Nov. 14.The

Princeton football squad started in
deadly earnest this afternoon on the
program of practice which will pre¬
ñare the eleven for the Yale game inPalmer Stadium Saturday.Coach Bill Roper did not call on h¡3
varsity men for scrimmage to-day, de¬
ciding to take no chances with injuriesto his prize charges, many of whom
were battered considerably in the
fierce gifinè with Harvard last week.
None of the men, however, were in¬
jured to such an extent that they will
be unable to take part in the final
classic of the season.

Interest in the clash with the Elis
Saturday is running at high pitch, and
while the undergraduates are hopingfor the best the Tiger squad is beingsent through a series of stiff workouts,which will bring them to the very peakof their form just before tho whistle
blows Saturday. It is not expectedthat the practice this week, will include
more than one or two scrimmages.Most emphasis will be laid upon an
attack which will be capable of pene¬
trating the strong defense of the New
Haven warriors. The repertoire of
Orange and Black plays is about com¬
plete, and most of the time will be
spent in smoothing them out and
strengthening the weak spots which
cropped out in the Harvard and Chicago
contests.
The scene of this afternoon's activi¬

ties shifted to Palmer Stadium, after
the two varsity teams had warmed up
on University Field. Joe Scheerer, a
member of the 1919 team a3id one of
the greatest of Tiger punters, came
down from East Orange and drilled the
backs in punting. He also sent some
long boots down tho field, which were

Í received by Gorman, Dinsmore and
Van Gerbig and followed by Gray,Drews, Smith and Tyson. Bergen, Cald-
well and Emery were coached in form¬
ing interference, while Jack Cleaves
punted to Wingate, Newby and Barry.Later the entire first line was sent
down under kicks and given a drill in
falling on loose balls, a thing which is
being emphasized more than ever bythe coaches.
Much to the surprise of all, the first

varsity lined up for signals with Dins-
more instead of Gorman at quarterand Howard in Snively's place at-guard.This line-up was: Gray and Stout,
ends; Treat and Baker, tackles; Dicken-
son and Howard, guards; Alford,
center; Dinsmore, quarter; Crum and
Caldweil, halfbacks, and Cleaves, full¬
back.

Four years frosn to-day Princeton and Yale and Yale and Harvard

can celebrate the fiftieth anniversary of their football competitions. And
what astonishes some of the faithful, the Yale-Princeton affair is the con¬
tinuity record holder of the lot. Yale and Princeton, Yale and Harvard,
first met in 1876, which happens to be just forty-six years ago. But while
the Yale-Princeton series has been interrupted only through the two
war years, Harvard and Yale failed to meet in 1895 and 1896, when friend¬
ly relations were interrupted for two years. So far Yale and Princeton
have taken part in forty-thvee battles -in forty-five years, with Yale well
out in front through early superiority, but with Princeton leading since
the war.

Yale Power and Experience
In the coming contest Yale has too much power and experience for

Princeton to carry more than an outside chance.
No football case is hopeless under the modern game, where a few suc-

cessful forward flips can stand a rival team upon its ear.
But experience is a big football factor, and the Yale machine has a

big jump in this respect.
"Tad" Jones also has at leaBt seven fine backfield stars at his com¬

mand and, while Princeton can play herself out against Yale, with Yale
thinking of Harvard, the thumping and pounding a team gets in the Har¬
vard game is usually no great aid for the next affair.

Football Brothers
"Who are the greatest of the football brothers of modern play?" asks

S. K. M. The Neidlingers, of Yale and Dartmouth, are the star fraternal
combination of the season, but in the last few years there have been some
notable entries.notably the Steins, of Pittsburgh and W. J.; the Rob¬
ertsons, of Dartmouth and Syracuse, and the Callahans, of Princeton and
Yale.

The two Steins, in their day, were both All-Americans, one a greatcenter and the other a great tackle.so they probably head the list.
Experience Again

"To be absolutely fair, about it," writes R. L. H., "in discussing team
strength, don't you think institutions like Lafayette and W. and J., which
can play men with four or five years' experience, have a decided advan¬
tage over universities and colleges that stick strictly to the three-yearrule?"

They do, without any question. Erickson, as we recall it, was on theGreat Lakes team of 1916 and this is his fourth year at W. and J.BruBjner has played at least four, and we are inclined to think five,years of intercollegiate football.
Neither would be eligible on nine-tenths of the Eastern, Southern andWestern teams.
Where eligibility conditions are so wide apart it is impossible to rankteams playing four or five year men upon an equal basis with those whorestrict the play to three years.

The South has the best where play is limited to three yea« andwhere no one can represent more than one institution during his collegiatecareer.

It might be advanced that the smaller universities should be giventhis extra assistance. But football isn't a handicap game, and when asmaller university wins the publicity carries very little about the lightereligibility rules in vogue. Centre College is now playing "Red" Robertsfor his fourth year, but Centre has also adopted the three-year rule for6Î1 future engagements.

That extra year of experience means more to a football player thanone might imagine. And undoubtedly the time is coming when thosewith the four-year rule will have to play among themselves and taketheir ranking in a different group. No other system can be called quitefair. *

In
any case, on the eve of his departure
to the Sudbury farm he gathered about
him half s hundred of the baseball
intelligentsia and sought the remedy
for his troubla.

Hi told the Babe a few
things about the high price of beingprominent that astonished the tem¬
porarily deposed Caliph of Crash. The
astonishing thing was that the Babe
listened attentively to all the verbal
criticis3ns of his batting stance and
his social, standing, his swing, his eye,
his waistline and his temper, and act¬
ually seemed to like it.
