Mitchell Reports
European Nations
Making Progress

Industry Is More Active,
Says National City Presi¬
dent, Returning From
a Six Weeks' Tour

The first optimistic report of condi¬
tions in Europe brought back by re¬

turning travelers was given by Charles
E. Mitchell, president of the National
City Bank in this city, when he ar¬

rived yesterday on the White Star liner
Majestic, after being absent from his
post six weeks. He was accompanied
by Eric P. Swenson, chairman of the
board of directors of that institution,
who made a special trip to Italy to
negotiate agreements with exporters
for the sulphur interests in this coun-

Mr. Mitchell visited France, Belgium,
Germany, the Scandinavian countries
and England and devoted his entire
time to interviewing the heads of
banking institutions and prominent
financial figures in those countries. De-
«-nite the reports of the impending
crisis in the Near East he character¬
ized the dispatches Etating that Eu¬
rope was on the verge of another war
as "pure bunk."
"In spite of the superficial evidence

to the contrary," Mr. Mitchell declared
yesterday, "Europe has unquestionably
made progress since I was there a
year ago. Sources of production have
opened and Industry is universally
more active. The attitude of labor is
more co-operative. Compnritively lit¬
tle unemployment exists. Internal and
external trade as well is bettjr. Gen¬
erally speaking, the harvests lv<ve been
fair to good, and the population, some
few sections excepted, are not in want.
Most countries arc persisting in their
attempts to crowd out the goods of
other nations by the setting up of
tariff barriers, hoping to foster new
production within their own boundaries
that will make them to a larger extent
self-contained. But everywhere one
sees these attmepta being frustrated
by ft growing recognition that pros¬
perity in any country is dependent
upon the movement of the exportable
surplus, and that the wants of the
people cannot be satisfied if the doors
are closed against exports."
