Bacon's Death Causes
Sorrow in Home Town

Marysville, Calif., Residents jHad Hoped to See Him in
the Play "Lightnin? " Soon
MARYSVILLE, Calif., Nov. 19.--01der

residents, of Marysville, who remem¬
bered Frank Bacon as a boy about
town, in the days when .Marysville was
the principal relay point of all stagelines moving to the high Sierra gold
mining towns, received news of his
death in Chicago to-d*y with a mingledfeeling of disappointment and sor¬
row. For a few of "Frank's" boyhood
chums, now substantial ranchers, had
received assurances from him that
"Lightnin' " would be played first to an
audience of his townspeople in Marys¬
ville. with Bacon himself in the role
of "Bill Jones," when the play came
west.
News of his death revived a discus¬

sion among the old timers to-night
which was started almost a year ago in
the «'Marysville Appeal" when resi¬
dents of Yuba City, just across the
Feather Hiver from here, asserted that
Bacon was not bom in Marysville, but
on a ranch in northern Sutter County
where he first herded sheep. Yuba
City; being in Sutter County, while
Marysville is in Yuba County, is
anxious to claim the distinction now
held by this community.
The Marysville Cemetery, in which

Bacon will be laid away in the soil
he loved so well, borders on the south
bank of the Feather River, one of the
most picturesque streams in the West.

Trolley Kills Two Men
in Trenton, Third Dying

411 Sitting on Rail When Car
Rounds Curve and Crashes
Into Them; 1 Decapitated
TRENTON, Nov. 19..Three men

said to have been sitting on a rail of
the Princeton branch of the New Jer¬
sey and Pennsylvania trolley line on
Wayne Avenue here, were struck by a
car to-night. Two of them were killed
and the third received injuries to
which it is expected he will succumb.
According to the trolley crew, who
wore exonerated of all responsibility
for the accident, the car rounded a
-harp curve and crashed into the men,
Bested side by side on the right hand
rail, before they were able to jump.
Samuel Price, one of the three, died

while being taken to the McKinley
Hospital. The second man, whose
identity is unknown, was decapitated.Joseph'Leonard, the third, reached the
hospital unconscious and severely cut
and bruised. Physicians predicted he
would die. The three men lived at 897
Stuyvesant Avenue, this city.

At the Children's Society yesterdayit was said that no one had asked

after John Doe except the newspapers,which was considered a left-handed
compliment at that. John Doe was In
good health, notwithstanding the rash,but the rmall store of English he has
accumulated in his two years or so of
life does not contain any words or
names to furnish a clue to his friend*
or relative!« here who were to have
met the train and who, it is said bythe attaches si the Pennsylvania Sta-
tion, did wait for a while Friday after¬
noon.

It is probable thRt when Ihe child
was not found on hoard the train that
arrived from Washington at 1:30 Fri-
dn«- afternoon the man and woman who
were awaiting it concluded that. John

Doe had not yet started on his journeyfrom Shreveport. The New Orleans
train, which was to have connected
with the New York train at Washing¬ton, was late, failing to mako tho con-
nection.
