A call to women to enlist under tho

Red Cross for peace time training
against a period of national emergency
was sounded yesterday at a meeting of!Red Cross workers, at the home of Mrs.
Whitelaw Reid.
"Back to the war spirit," was the

slogan of the meeting, by which the
Red Cross officials meant the zeal and
the devotion which animated the womenof the country during the war.
Women ore to he asked to enlist for a

service of three hours a week for six
weeks. Their work will be classified
under eight heads just as it was duringtho war.administrative, clerical, pro¬duction, canteen, motor, health, home
service and recreation.
Miss Mabel Boardman sounded tho

call for peaci« time duty, declaring thatthe country needed to keep an army of
trained women ready to respond to any
emergency, such as a great flood, a
great fire or epidemic like that wheninfluenza swept the country."The regular welfare workers andcharitable organizations are sufficient
to provide for ordinary peace-timeneeds,'- she said, *'bul when an emer¬
gency arises they are not adequate,
nor can they leave their everyday oc¬
cupations in order to answer a sudden
need. We must have trained women
workers in addition to the peace-timeforces, just, as we have the National
Guard ready to respond to a military
emergency.

Need of Keeping Prepared
"Moreover, we must provide trainingfor the young women just coming out

of colleges and schools. It is all verywell to say that the women of tin-
United States learned during the war
how to run canteens and make surgicnldressing», but these women will not be
available twenty years from now. Wo
must keep our women's army up to the
mark every year. The girls can co¬
operate with peace-time organizationsduring their period of training. There
is no town which has not a hospital or
a school which could not use the serv¬
ice of women. I suggest, for example,that the women who enlist for canteen
service could bo put to work canning
and preserving for the local hospital.The women enrolled for production can
always find organizations needing gar¬
ments and surgical supplies.just now
the cry is from the Near East.and tho
clerical assistants can be put to work
on the records of the Red Cross itself."
Miss Roardman then explained thatthe peace-time volunteers would not

wear a uniform (except those in the
workrooms for surgical dressings), but
each worker woul«T wear a regulationbutton. These buttons would,design*tethe branch of service to which the
wearers belong. Administrative but¬
tons would have a red border around
the regulation white button with the
Red Cross in the center. Clerical but¬
tons would show yellow crossed quil'.ibehind the cross. Tho button of tho
production corps would be marked by
sun rays behind the cross; of the enn-
teen corps by heads of wheat; oï tho
motor corps by a green wheel, and
so forth.

Letters to Designate Brunch
Each button will bo marked on tho

back with a lett;r designating the
branch of the service and a erial num¬
ber for each worker. If a woman re¬
signs from the army rhe must tirn
in her button, and if she moves to an¬
other town she must transfer her mem¬
bership. This is to make sure that
the officials of the organization will
have an accurate knowledge at any
moment of the exact number of work-
er:- they can co^nt on in each corps.

Mrs. Louis A. Baker made a plea for
workers to assist in making garments
for tho sufferers in the Near East.

Lient Mulhall Dies;
Was Life-Saving
Champion of Force
Police Officer, 26 Years

in Department, "Handiest
Man in Trouble," Victim
of Long Standing Illness

Lieutenant Michael Mulhall á.ed on
Monday afternoon, after twenty-»ix
years of service with th_ Police De¬
partment. With his passing* the Police
Department losses its champion life-
saver, in his period of police dotyMulhall earned the reputation of being:the handiest man to trouble whenever
trouble occurred on the entire roster.
He joined the. department in 1898 and

three years later set the first «tone of
h¡3 reputation when he crawled out of
bed, clad in pajamas only, captured two
buigiars in Hie early hour of the
morning. Next year he jumped into the
harbor and rescued a passenger who
had fallen from the »Stated island
ferry, and in 1902 he suffered a frac¬
tured leg when he stopped a runaway
horse, thus saving« many pedestriansfrom injury.

In 1905 Mulhall was mentioned and
praised in the official report of ihe
"Slocum" disaster. In 1-09 he rescued
another drowning ferryboat passengerfrom the habor, and a yoar late* was
commended for a similar rescue off
Coney Island. His greatest achieve¬
ment was recorded in 1911, when four
teen Chinese, coolies on board a British
ship, mutinied and jumped into the
harbor. Mulhall saved ten of them
from drowning alone, for which he was
given a Congressional medal and a
special medal from the Chinese gov¬
ernment. In 1012 he received a specialPolice Department medal for two feats
of life-saving and in May, 1914, he
made three more rescues.

In M«.rch, 1911, Mulhall went into a
sewer filled with snow and ice at Eigh¬
ty-sixth .street and East End Avenue
and took out Edwin .1. Burrell, a four-
year-old boy, who had fallen into the
open manhole.
Some juars ago he contracted pneu¬monia after one of his sensational

feats. This left him in a greatly weak¬
ened condition and lessened his resist¬
ing pOwert in his last illness, his phy¬sicians said. Mulhall was born in New
York in 1874. Ho lived at 1745 West
Tenth Street, Brooklyn, and leaves a
wife and five children. Funeral serv¬
ices will be to-morrow at St. Mary'sChurch, Brooklyn.
