Liners Collide; Imperil
2,000 Near East Orphans
Many Hurt in Crash on Bospo¬

rus; Turk» Issue Ban on
All Liquors

CONSTANTINOPLE, Nov. 25 (By
The Associated Press)..Two thousand
Christian orphans and two American
relief workers were imperiled this
morning when the steamship Belgrav-
ian, chartered by the Near East Re¬
lief, collided with the trans-Atlantic
liner New York at the western en¬
trance of the Bosporus.

Allied ships, dispatched hurriedly to
the scene, reported many of the chil¬
dren had been injured painfully, but
no lives were lost. Doctors and »ursee
were sent from the Near East head¬
quarters here to attend tho injured.
The New York carried no passengers.The American relief workers aboard
the Belgravian are Paul Botts, of To-
wanda, Pa., and Miss Elizabeth Mur-
less, of Hartford, Conn.

Allied commissioners have received
an appeal from the Greek government
for warships to escort Greek steam¬
ships which are taking refugees out of
Asia Minor. The commissioners were
informed twenty ships were ready to
sail as soon as escort was provided.
The ships will sail without flags ani
under conditions imposed by the
Allies.
Under the Turkish prohibition law,

published to-day, all alcoholic liquors
m the country will be confiscated or
shipped abroad, all persons convicted
of manufacturing, importing or sell¬
ing spirituous beverages will be fined
and jailed, and those found intoxicated
will be liable to imprisonment of from
three months to two years. Offenders
occupying government positions will
forfeit their offices. There will be no
appeal from these decisions.

Coal Retailers Urge
Mines Produce Evenly

Seasonal Reduction in Prices as
Well as Freight Rates Also

Advocated
WASHINGTON, Nov. 25..Operation

on the part of retailers and consumers
of coal to allow the mine operator to
produce evenly throughout the year
was recommended to the Federal Coal
Commission to-day by retail coal mer¬
chants, in the interest of stabilization
of tho industry and equitable distribu¬
tion and costs. The rocommeidation
was made through a special fc«*"x¡imitt*-*¡
of directors of the National Retail
Coal Merchants' Association, called
by the commission to lay before it
their views on the situation in retail
distribution.
Seasonal reductions in mine and re»

ti..! * rices, as well a3 in freight rates,
for tins purpose of equalizing produc¬
tion, were also advocated by the com¬
mittee, which is said to represent 85
per cent of the retail coal trade.
Recognition* was given by the retailers
to the fact that cessation of buying
by retailers and consumers seriously
affects the ability of operator*" to
maintain production, both in the an¬
thracite and bituminous fields. Retail
dealers could aid in this situation, they
said, by installing better facilities for
storing coal.

Stress was laid by the retailers upon
the inadequacy of and the interference
with transportation facilities. They
declared that lack of coal cars to
transport coal and blockading at sev¬
eral points was impeding distribution.

Admiral Rodgers. of the American
deltgatloo, in Par!» nw-t *week.

Part of their plan is to light the
ship subsidy bill to tho limit and pre¬vent a vote on it before March 4 if
possible. Also, they propose to throw
over some of the appropriation bills
and thus force an extra session. .

¡ gins regained consciousness and de-
clared that the shot, which had been
fired by Haynes, was entirely acci¬
dental, due to the sudden change in
flight of the bird at which Haynes
was shooting.

When tho music dramas of Richard

Wagner arc again restored to the fre¬
quency of performance that they once
cnioyed here they may come as some¬
thing of a surprise to not a few. Cer¬
tainly there must be many concert-
goers who will by that time have come
to think of their musical part as some¬
thing complete in itself, structurally
on a firm foundation and eloquent in
its own right. At any rate, the Wag¬
ner programs of the Philharmonic So¬
ciety, where the music is given without
singers or scenery, 6eem to exert an
undiminished appeal. One was given
last night at Carnegie Hall and at¬
tended by a large audience. The eve¬
ning was entirely devoted to excerpts
from "Parsifal," "Das Rheingold,"
"Tristan und Isolde" and others of the
operas, all of which have appeared be¬
fore on programs of the society. There
was no soloist, and, though Mr. Gil-
man's program note was a reminder, no
one seemed to care if the fact that
Walter in "Die Meisteráinger" sings
words to the "Prize Song" was for¬
gotten.

Crowds Greet His Entry
Yale was just completing a final

practico when M. Clemenceau entered
the Bowl through a portal opposite the
45-yard line on the Harvard side. The
Yale band, wearing blue caps and white
sweaters, was marching up and down
the field as he merged his identity with
that great crowd. T«*¡e "Tiger" was one
of 75,000 for about thirty seconds. Then
he was discovered, and in groups of
thousands his admirers rose to their
feet.

Francis Lee Higginson jr., who was
Clemenceau's host in Boston, and
Stephen Bcnsel, who is acting a3 tour
manager, sat beside the old man. He
saw the Harvard band march out from
an aperture in the base of the Bowl
somewhere beneath him and saw tho
Yale musicians disappear into a simi¬
lar opening on the opposite side.The game was being carefully ex¬
plained to M. Clen.oncaau. The deepwrinkles that converge toward his
bright black eyes were narrowed bythe intensity of his gaze and concen¬
tration. Then a figure in thick, khaki
colored breeches and n crimson sweater
broke from the confused mass of play¬
ers on the field and, dodging and
twisting; eluded grasping hands and
flying tackles as he ran toward theYale goal line. That was Owen.

Cheers Owen's Run
Clemenceau was forgotten. Higgin-

son. a Harvard man, was yelling madlyand Bonsai, a Yale man, was on his
feet with his mind on the game, and
there between them was Georges Clem¬
enceau, also standing on his feet, re¬
volving his hands, in one of which heheld a crimson feather as though he
was trying to convey some of his own
energy to the running halfback.
A blue jersey dived nt Owen. He

was down, clutching the ball and with
men of both teams piling on top of
him. The "Tiger" sat down and
grinned broadly. There wa3 a bit of
shoving and thudding, and then Har¬
vard had pushed the ball over the line.
Higginson delightedly estimated tho
length of Owen's run with the ball, andtho "Tiger" seemingly was as deeplyinterested as though he had been in¬
formed, "Our forces have made biggains in the Argonne."
At the end of the second quarterSecretary Farnum came to escort theYale man over into the Blue section

of the Bowl. Preceded by u few police¬
men and soldiers the "Tiger" started todescend to the field, and then had to
pause in an aisle and bare Isis head
to the cold air while Harvard's hand
played the "Marseillaise."

U. S. Hailed as Messiah for
World Gospel of Prohibition

TORONTO, Nov. 25..Prohibition
must be carried to the rest of the
world by the United States and Can¬
ada because "we are the new 'holy
land,' God'a chosen people to do that
work," the Rev. Dr. Ira Landritb,
president of the Intercollegiate Asso¬
ciation, told delegates to the interna¬
tional convention of the World League
Against Alcoholism, to-day.
"We started this thing and must

keep it up," Dr. Landrith said. "The
first thing we have to do in Canada
and the United States is to enforce the

law. If North America enforces pro¬hibition the rest of the world will be¬
come dry, because no part of the world
could stay outside the movement and
compete with a dry North America."
"The movement against alcoholism

takes the most important place in mod¬
ern conception of social duty," de¬
clared Professor Dr. August Ley, of
the University of Brussels, another
Epeoker. He regretted that while the
Royal Academy of Medicine in Belgiumhad recorded its hearty approval of
prohibition, only two newspapers in
that country had published the fact.

Klux," and they didn't, ocem to mind.

Atlanta thus far has refused to take
the new order seriously, but Mrs.
Gibbs. whom the members call "Mother
Gibbs," says that is because "Atlanta
has never appreciated tho Ku-Klux
Klan or any organization like it."

Accept Only Physically Fit
"The Dixio League," she continued.

"is made up of red-blooded, fearless
women, who stand ready to give their
lives for the principles they advocate.
Those principles are the 100 per cent
brand that the Ku-Klux Klan is fight¬
ing for. We are taking in only women
who are physically sound and have lota
of 'pep,' for our futuro program will
be a strenuous one.

tice.

GeorgesClemenceau'» assertion that Germanyis preparing for war against any one is
absolute nonsense.
"The Kaiser'1.; rnemoira and marriagemark the end, to the German masses,

j of a crimson epoch in the history of
the world," he said.
"Cle3nencenu's charg» that Germanyis arming; against Franco or any other

nation is absolute nonsense," he added.! "The Military Board of Control, repre-senting the Allied nations, has a net-
. work over all Germany, reaching into
every village and every factory. Noth¬ing can be made or sold that could by
any possibility be used as war muni¬tions without the sanction of théBoard of Control. You could not evenmake or sell a tent without its sanc¬tion. Germany cannot make any butsmall commercial flying; machines, to
say nothing; about gun3 or tanks orships.
"The spirit of Germany to-day is

one of dogged determination to workits way through and out. Every onois working hard. Withal, there is a
spirit akin to hopelessness due to thedepreciation and fluctuation of thoGerman mark, which sometimes var-ies as much as 100 per cent in a week.When I sailed one dollar wat; worth
8,200. Yesterday a dollar was worth
6,000, while to-day the quotation is
7,200. There will be little real prog¬
ress or stability until there arc a cur¬
rency stabilization and cessation oftariff war between the European states.
"The great mass of the German peo¬ple are determined to make a success

of the German republic. The minori¬
ties, which demand a monarchy or
Bolshevism, have no chance of suc¬
cess. I dined with President Ebert
the day before I left Berlin. He has
been put back into tho Presidency until
1925 without resorting to a general
election. He is doing well under try¬
ing circumstances. The German
Kaiser is out for good. The people,
generally, take his memoirs and his
marriage as marking the last stage of
hi» dark career. They sympathize with
him to some extent in his old age and
on account of his departed glory, but
they do not want him back."

Ukrainians Assail 'Tiger'
In Role of 'Liberator'

An open letter to M. Clemenceau was
made public yesterday by the Ameri¬
can Veterans of Ukrainian Descent,
replying to the "Tiger's" assertion that
France, after liberating Europe, could
not wish to be its dominator.
"Ask the Ukrainians, especially those

of eastern Galicia, and you will find
of what sort is French liberation." the
letter reads. "Was it to liberate Eu¬
rope "that France supported the Polish
army, which swept the country with
pillage, murder, desecration of
churches, imprisonment and other in¬
tolerable wrongs? Was it not France
that Joined hands with Poland to re¬
sist the claims of the Ukraine to east¬
ern Galicia, predominantly Ukrainian?
Did not Franco support Poland in her
enslavement of other Ukrainian prov¬
inces, such as Polissie, Pidlasho and
Volhynia?

"In view of tho unfriendly actions
of France toward the Ukrainians, are
we to believe your statements that
France supported in good faith the
fourteen points of Mr. Wilson, who
declared himself for self-determination
of peoples?"

Will Ask Supreme Court
To Hasten Grain Hearing
Decision in Constitutionality of

Futures Ac'j To Be
Requested

WASHINGTON, Nov. 23..A motion
to advance the hearing of the appeal
of the Chicago Board of Trade from
the decision of Judge Carpenter at
Chicago in the case brought to
test the constitutionality of the grain
futures act will be made In tho
Supreme Court Monday, and the court
will be asked to suspend the opera¬
tion of the act until twenty days after
it renders its decision.

In the brief which will be submitted
by Horary 8. Robbins, counsel for the
Chicago Board of Trade, it will Le
pointed out that similar suits have
been filed in the courts by the «other
principal grain exchanges of the coun¬
try which trade in futures, and that
by agreement the other cases are to
abide by the final decision in the Chi¬
cago case.
Declaring that the "gTain futures

act" was enacted to take the place of
tho "futures trading act," which was
held by the Supremo Court unconstitu¬
tional in all its regulatory features, as

beyond the taxing and commerce pow¬
ers of Congress, tha brief asserts that
"the new act re-enacts verbatim all the
regulatory provisions of the futures
act," and is, therefore, quite as objec¬
tionable.

Reichstag Indorses
Cuno Program, but
Path Is Not Cleared

Radicals and Nationalists
Are Making Reservations;
Little Embarrassment
Over Muelier Resignation

BERLIN, Nov. 25 (By The Associated
Press)..The program of the new Cuno
Ministry received tho overwhelming
approval of the Reichstag to-day. The
Chancellor was upheld by the middle
parties, .the Nationalists and the
United Socialists, tho latter two parties
voting solidly in favcr of the motion
indorsing the government's declaration.
Though Cuno is thus g.vcn a large

package of confidence, he end his Cab-
inet are left to ponder its contents,
since both the Radicals and National-
ists are making reservations in connec¬
tion with their present tacit indorse¬
ment of the new ministry.
The Chancellor's little mishap in con¬

nection with his selection of Dr. Muel¬
ler as Food Controller is viewed only
as a passing embarrassment, in the
light of the fact that the minister re¬

signed to-day, although some curiosity
ia expressed over the manner in which
the Rhenish agriculturalist expert suc¬
ceeded in passing Cuno's muster.
The new Chancellor is said to have

accepted him on the recommendation
of Finance Minister Hermes. Dr.
Mueller provided the only real element
of humor ¡n the post-crisis situation in
that he probably has won the record
of the briefest ministerial period in
German history, his regime lasting
thirty-six hours.

Dr. Mueller, in a letter read in th"
Reichstag by Chancellor Cusio, said his
reaignat.on was due to unjust r<"
proaches by the Socialists and the at-
mospliero of political antagonism j
created, to the detriment of a sober,
practical solution of the food prob-
¡em. Chnncelior Cuno declared that
Dr. Mueller's attitude on the Rhineland
.(uestion did not warrant any distrust
of his patriotism and that the Soc'alist
lxproaches were grounâless. Neverthe¬
less, he was regretfully obliged to
transmit the Minister's resignation to
the President in order to avoid un¬
fruitful party conflicts, which must be
done if the Cabinet was to work in
a practical way.Dr. Gustave Stresemann. leader of the
People'3 party and head of the Foreign
Relations Committee, strongly urged
the need of better ecoriom'.c relations
with the Usiited States. After dismiss¬
ing the possibility or a split in the
Entente, he said:
"The United States would perhaps

participate actively in European affairs
if unhampered by Congress. I regret
that all tho more because of the Chan¬
cellor's statement that he believes the
rsparations question cannot in any
ease be definitely regulated without
the active intervention of the United
States."

Dr. Stresemann asserted that the
world had never been less pacificallysituated than at present, and that
Franco had never been so powerful in
the world as to-day.
