Moet Not Judge
"The Federal Council of Church*«

must not be accused of passing judg¬ment upon whether or not tne Klan ta
guilty of the principal charges broughtagainst it. It would not be guilty of
pronouncing any judgment without a
careful investigation as to the facts,
in resisting the attacks of hostile force«
the Klan ought not to be accused of
»routing reUglcun prejudices and ra¬
cial antipathy. It is the instigator of
the attacks who is responsible for the
111 feeling. The way of peace io not
by allowing the bully or imeak to have
his way without resistance.

"It la a movement which has arisen
from the conviction that various secret
oath-bound organizations recognised by
the Koraan Catholic and Jewish
churchos are organised to exercise an
Invisible control over our legislators
and police, judicial and administrative
officials. Theso organisations which
are raising the outcry against the Klan
have by their secret political activities
for eelfish race and religious purposes
called the Klan into existence.
"The chief differences between it and

those organisations, the Knight3 ol
Columbus and the 'Nai B'rith or
Kehilla, is that member of the klan
have appeared publicly in masked re¬

galia and that it has publicly announced
its protest against the growing lawless¬
ness which is being incited by persons
who reject the primitive ideas of oui
Republic.

A Protestant Country
"This country is decidedly a Protest¬

ant country. The Year Book of the
Federal Council of Churches gives the
total church population of the United
States as 96,684,107, of which 17,886,-
646 are Roman Catholic and 79,099,48£
Protestant, and says: 'Theae Approxi¬
mate ratios to total population are IS
Roman Catholics, 76 Protestants, Ü
other faiths and 10 of no faith.'
"This is the freest land in the world

Its citizens are the most tolerant of ai!
natione, even to the point of being
stupid when its enemies are plotting tc
destroy it. But it is no virtue to b«
stupid, indifferent, to be unable oi
afraid to oppose the enemies of oui
government.
"The Klan's use of masks may be de

fended as a psychological method oi
alarming criminals and the enemies ol
our Republic, but it is open to th<
serious objection that its enemiei
wearing masks and regalia of the Klai
can act in such a way as to lead th<
public to think that they are member;
of the Klan, and thus to bring disre
pute on the Klan.
"Even thougli I may not approve o:

all the methods! of the klan," Canoi
Chase said, "I am glad to find a stroniband of men who are organized to resist the corruption of politics and thi
lawlessness of our timos. A societylike a man, may be loved for the en»mies it has. The bootleggers, the professional gamblers, the producers o:vile songs and plays, the Sabbatl
breakers and corrupt political leaden
are attacking it and using every effor
to destroy it. Personally, I think thathe violent enemies of the klan an
more of a menace to the public welfare than the klan itself."

Organize City
For Ku-Klux

Klan was being discussed. Dr. llay-
wocd said that the matter had been
considered, but no definite steps yet
taken. One of the irrepressibles pug-

j gested that there would be difficulty in
telling the klanswomen from the
klansmen. once both sexes were robed
in the traditional white nightgown
and perforated hood of the night-
riders.
"Well," said the Klokard, "perhaps--

only perhaps, mind you.the Jodies
might wear pajamas."
Upon the general policies of the Ku-

Klux Klan, so hnrshly arraigned from
so many different sources, Dr. Hay-
wood's mind is mad« up, and his
position firmly established. He be¬
lieves, sincerely, beyond question, that
the klan stands for all that is good
and noble in American tradition.
Therefore, he is equally firmly con¬
vinced that ail tales of happenings
which would indicate that upon oc¬
casion klan members had acted in a
cowardly, unfair or reprehensible
manner, are necessarily untrw*. All
suggestions of wrongdoing by the Ku-
Klux Klan, that organisation's New
York representative meets with the
simple statement. "That is not so."

States Klan Platform
Under the cross-examination of the

répertoriai inquisitors, the klokard re¬
vealed without equivocation the kian'fi
attitude on a number of national is¬
sues. His hearers learned, among
other things:

That the Klon is i» favor of the
Eighteenth Amendment; also the Vol¬
stead act.

That the Klan is in close sympathy
with the Anti-Saloon League and its
manifold activities.

That the Klan is "violently opposed"
to the practice of birth control.

That the Klan is opposed also to
feminism, holding that the highest
duty of women is to bear sons and
daughters for the glory of the nation.

That the Klan is opposed to divorce.
That the Klan is firmly opposed tc

lynching, but also that the Klan is
against the Dyer anti-lynching bill
"because we do not believe that it pro¬
vides the remedy for the situation."

That the Klan does not threaten.
"There never has been," said Dr. Hay-
wood, "a letter written by a membei
of the Klan which made a threat against
anybody."

Dr. Haywood said that the Klan "it
not anti-Catholic or anti-Jew or anti
negro. It is merely a white American
Gentile Protestant organization.

"Its membership," he continued, "if
drown largely from the memberships
of the Methodist, Baptist and Presby¬
terian churches." In some districts
he explained, there was a greater pre¬
ponderance of members of one sect; h
others another sect might predominate

Contains Few Episcopalians
It was an organization for pi«in

everyday, common American citizens
he insisted, and his passing comment
was that there were probably fewes
Episcopalians in the Klan than mem¬
bers of any other Protestant denomi¬
nation, "becausea Baptists and Metho
dists are, as a rule, more closoly re¬
lated to the common people than Epis¬
copalians."
He added also that the Congrega¬

tional Church's historic tradition oi
abolition probably accounted for the
lack of Congrogationalists in the klan'j
membership. "They confuse us Witt
the klan of the Reconstruction period,'ho explained. He-knew, he added, twe
Presbyterian ministers in Pennsylvania
who were lecturers for the klan.
When asked about thö statement oi

Colonel Ransom Gillett, counsel foi
the Association Against the Prohibition
Amendment, to. the effect that ther«
was an alliance between the Anti-
Salon League and the Ku-Klux Klan
he, said that he thought "there mightbe a good deal of truth in that." Thf
leaders of the organization generallyhe said, were supporters of the Eighteenth Amendment, because they be
lieved that even a bad law should b»
enforced until such time as it can b(
replaced by a good one. This, he said

did not mean that the klansmen re¬
garded either the Eighteenth Amend¬
ment or the Volitend act as bad laws.
"The consensus of opinion," he re¬

marked, "is undoubtedly in favor of
prohibition, because wo believe in the
suppression of the liquor traffic.

Oppoae Birth Control
"Wo ore violently opposed to birth

control," he continued. "Every other
race in the world is growing In num¬

bers, while birth control represents u
i> ndency on the part of the white race
to diminish its natural increase. In
this we are heartily in support of the
Roman Catholic Church. Wo «re with
the Roman Catholics, too, in their views
of marriage and divorce, and we can¬
not deny that the Catholic présentation
of the doctrine of the virgin birth of
Christ has done much to create and op-
hold the spirit of chivalry throughout
the world. We object only to tho
Catholic Church, as such, taking an ac¬
tive part in politics. For that matter,
I believe that a vast number of Roman
Catholic priests are against the
Church's political activities."
On the subject of feminism Dr. Ray

wood said there might be differences
of opinion, but he wns quite sure that
klansmen in the South were practically
Bolid against it. "The highest mission
of women is to bring forth sons nnd
daughters for the American nation,''
he said. "If woman has a higher mis¬
sion I've not been able to find it. Wom¬
an's efficiency in business is no argu¬
ment. It rarely demonstrates her ex
tremo fitness for the great business of
motherhood."

It was suggested that the Klnn's in¬
sistence on strict secrecy In regard to
the idontity of its members had
harmed its reputation, and hie atten¬
tion was called to the proposal to in¬
troduce a bill to the New York Legis¬
lature making it compulsory for all
secret societies to file full rosters of
membership with the Secretary of
State.

Defends Secrecy of Order
"We would oppose such a bill while

it was before the Legislature," Dr.
Haywood said, "but ¡f it became law we

would comply with its provisions. Strict
secrecy is traditional with the Ku-
Klux Klan, and that rule is not a valid
ground for opposition. The inposltion
to the klan really comes from those
racial and religious groups who are de¬
nied membership; the secrecy argu¬
ment is nothing but a blind. Yet surely
we have as much right to deny mem¬
bership in our society to Roman Cath¬
olics us the Knights of Columbus have
to deny membership in theirs to Prot¬
estants."
Threatening letters ¡ngned "K. K.

K." were fakes and had no Klan au¬
thority behind them, he «aid, adding
that the Klan threatened no one. "Such
threats are against the fundamental
laws of this organization," he in¬
sisted. "No member of the Klan has
ever written a threatening letter to
anybody."
He added that the Klan was opposed

to lynching, although its consensus of
opinion W86 opposed to the Dyer anti-
lynching bill "because it will not cure
¦the evil. We would always stand firm
between any negro and any lynching
party. Eventually the Klan will itself
stop all lynching all over the country."

Dr. Straton to Discuss Klan
Dr. Haywood's name did not appear

yesterday on the daily program of
services at. the Calvary Baptist Church.
Dr. John Roach Straton came in from.
Paterson to preach the church's sev¬
enty-fifth anniversary sermon. He
made only a passing reference to the
connection or the klan propaganda
with Calvary Church, blaming a news¬
paper, which he did not name, for "an
unwarranted and outrageous assault
without any foundation whatever." He
promised an extensive address for next
Sunday on "What I Think of White Ku-
Klux Klanism, Green Knights of Co-
lumbusism, Yellow Journalism and
Blackguardism Generally." Dr. Stra¬
ton went back to Paterson last nightto conclude his series of evangelistic
meetings.

Colonel Henry D. Lindsley, of 28
West Forty-third Street, made public-last ni-ht a letter which he has ad¬
dressed to Judge Aaron J. Levy, Grand
Master of the B'rith Abraham. In this
b'tter Colonel Lindsley, who was at
one time head of the American Legionand who lives in Texas, recites certain

"It's a bear," said l-r/.y, "and we
found it at 78 Eighth Avenue, which is
near Twelfth Street, as you should
know. The bear camouflaged the
booze, which 'wan the supply of John
A, Farley for his customers, and we
left for Farley n summons. Farley had
used camouflage also, you understand,
in railing his place a club. It was the
Half-Pnf.t Nine Club, but we got there
about noon and found it «till working.
"We wore carrying out our policy of

Sunday raiding on n intonsive scale,
and in Mae's automobile, or one that We
use now and then, we went from
Twelfth Street out into Harlem, where
the goats used to range, and got nine¬
teen goats of bootlegger« before we

got back.'
500 Barrel» Synthetic Gin

"The whole colored population of
Harlem seemed to be in Henry Pome-
ranz's place at 507 Lenox Avenue when
we arrived, and they made strenuous
objection to our seizing BOO barrels of
synthetic gin, which should bring a
nice price on the market, but it
shouldn't get there.
"Sam Spilka was another whose place

we 'crashed.' He runs u candy and
cigar stand, 116 West Twenty-ninth
Street, near a lot of garment fac-

tories, W« had new¡; that he was
supplying Jewish garment workers
with stuff during the noon hours. On
account that I look somewhat like a
Je m even without, my disguise, ¿ou
understand, I was able to buy some
from Spilka, by selling which he made
tho mistake of his life, because we
fe.zod everything he had. Then I
bowed politely so as not to may any
enemy out of Spilka and handed to
him a summons.

Doesn't Appreciate Summons
"We made a big seizure from Thom¬

as Halloran, trading him a summons
for it, in his place at 1501 Lexington
avenue. He was not pleased, but I
shouldn't bo surprised but that he
answers the summons anyway. It's
that way with a lot of the boys we
approach in the course of our duties.
They show no appreciation of a sum¬
mons whatever.
"This fellow Halloran, he says, 'What

an; yet slippin' mo this ticket for?' so
I asked Moe to explain it to him that
in the last analysis Mr. Volstead was
to blame and he should not be holding
it against us. The rest of the places
were just like ordinary. It was a busy
day, though, the busiost since Moe and
me was pinched down in Providence.
Moo is strong like a horse. He could
carry a ball and chain all right, but
think of m« lock-stepping around like
that.

Dr. Schulman Denounces
Invisible Terrorizers

Calis Them Disloyal in Attempt
to Identify State and Par-
ticular Church

Constant watchfulness in. needed here
to save American democracy from de¬
generating into a powerful tyranny of
the majorities against minorities, in
the opinion of Dr. Samuel Schulman,
Tabbi of Temple Beth El. Dr. Schul¬
man preached a Thanksgiving sermon

yesterday, taking for his text the
question, "Has democracy justified it¬
self?" and answering It in the affirma¬
tive in the belief that it has justified
itself as a form of government, but
declaring that the word has proven
harmful when turned into an idol and
worshipped as such.
The enactment of the prohibition

amendment and the rise of self-con-
atituted avengers were pointed out as
indications of particular dangers to
democracy in this country. The at¬
tempted enforcement of prohibition has
resulted in the moral debauchery of
the people and the amendment itself is
an unmitigated evil, Dr. Schulman said.
Without referring to the Klan by name
Dr. Schulman pointed out the dangers
of attempting to tie up the government
with any particular church and de¬
nounced the move as a "dastardly con¬
spiracy to undermine American democ¬
racy on the part of its propagandists,
who make themselves an invisible ter¬
rorizing power and seek to wreak their
iury upon thoae who, in their eyes, are
unfit, to be dwellers in the lana."

Higher Sovereign Than People
"To a sovereign people," he said, "it

is good to say that there is a higher
sovereign than itself. A free democ¬
racy must always be on its guard lest,
insidiously, there be built up the great¬
est conceivable tyranny over minds,
the union of the Church with the State.
That such insidious furces are at work

in our country is evident. There are
those who, while loudly boasting of
th'jir American nativity and suspecting
the capacity for patriotism of those
who differ from them in racial origin
or religious creed, are themselves dis¬
loyal to the sacred American heritage
in so far as th^y would seek to identify
our government with the point of view
of any particular church.
"And as they dare not do it openly

thoy take refuge in a dastardly con¬
spiracy to undermine our American
democracy by making themselves an in¬
visible terrorizing power and by seek¬
ing in defiance of law and order to
wreak their fury upon those who in

their «ye« aro unfit to be dwellers in
the land.
"True Americanism will assert itself

and sweep it away even as similar
movements in our history have been
discredited with derision and scorn,
"For the present it is the greatest

menace to freo institution*, immeasur¬
ably greater than the pretended danger
from poor immigrants, many of whom
«re better Americans in spirit, ihsHt
some they find here when they arrive.

"This sinister phenomenon is only a

belated appearance of »n old tendency
to unite the state with a particular
church. There is no more certain pro¬
tection for liberty than separation of
church and state and no greater
tyranny than their union."

Jawltsh Congress Protests
The Rev. Dr. Stephen S. Wise yes*

terday declared the Ku-Klux Klar,
to be only a phase of a world-wide anti-
Semitic movement, in an address at a
meeting at 425 Lafayette Street to
organize a New York division of an
American Jewish congress, to beeom«
in time a world congress of Jews.
Rathenau was assassinated in Ger¬

many, he said, no^ because of his poli¬
tics, but because he was a Jew, The
Jews in this country were not prepared
to meet attacks, said Mr, Wise, and
should organize as was was suggested
in the. call for the meeting. Four hun¬
dred and seventy-one delegates, repre¬
senting 158 organization--, were at the
meeting.
Following Rabbi Wise's address the

following resolution was adopted:
'The New York Conference' of th*.

American Jewish Congress, in sessK.r
assembled November 26, 1922, ex¬
presses its abhorrent« of the policies
and acts of the Ku-Klux Klan. It be¬
lieves that K. K. K. to be a men/ace
to the unity and integrity of American
life and declares its purpose to co¬

operate with all groups prepared to
oppose the Ku-Klux Klan as hostile to
American ideals and subversive of the
spirit of the Ameriean democracy. As
Americans we are unalterably opposed
to the Ku-Klux Klan and every similar
movement which undertakes to divide
the American people into hostile
groups and factions. The Ku-Klux
Klan is against America.we are for
America and against the Ku-Klux
Klan."

Resolutions advocating the rebuild¬
ing of Palestine and dealing with the
manner of election of officers of th«
proposed new American Jewish Con¬
gress were also adopted.
