Taucher and Ma^enan**' Sing

New faces and old were seen in the
season's first performance of "Tristan
and Isolde" last nißht at the Metro¬
politan Opera House.

strength in her volee» but it was more

plenn ng in softer passages.-such as

the love duet in tho second act, which
had moments of great beauty, even ns

oven as others of intenso length; the
loudest, passages, however, produced
some tone» remarkably like shriek.1'.
She seemed pursuing rather than pur¬
sued, while Mr. Taucher's Tristan
seemed to have B touch of Werther in
it. His voice was often successful in
competition with tho orchestra, Mme.
Matzenauer's, always.
When Higfrid Oncgln made her first

appearance here with tho Philadelphia
Orchestra ft few weeks ago, it was said
that »ho should provo excellent in
Wftgneriflii opera; and so it proved
ladt night when she. sang Brangacur.
This part of echo, confidante and coun¬
sellor to Isolde is hardly a grateful
one for tho purpose of display, but
Mme. Onegin made tho most tri he*
dramatic moments, with clear, strong,
ringing tonen which did not have tho
meUllia timer« that sometimes crept
into Mme. Mntzcnauer's. Paul Bender,
in good voice, gave a straightforward
rendering of tho part of King Mark;
with Mme. Whltehill as a bluff vigor¬
ous Kumeval; other part« being taken
by Messrs. Mender, Ichlagcl, l) Angelo
and Bada. Mr. Bodanzky, conducting,
kept the orchestra generally within
bounds.

Misa Somme'« Recital Show»
Technique und Agile Fingers
Agile fingers and a bright style wero

the principal attributes of the recital
by Margarcthe Somme, ft young Nor¬
wegian pianist, yesterday afternoon at
Aeo'ian Hall. Technique was tho best
point in her performance; sho could
approach brilliance in complicated pas¬
sages, playing them with unfaltering
smoothness and with a touch that pro¬
duced u cantabilo quality in softer
moments.
