BOSTON, Dec. 2..Within two years,
owing to the Near East situation,
th.-re will be another great war, Sen¬
ator William E. Borah, of Idaho, said
in an t.ddreas to-night in Symphony
Hall. His »ubject was "The Recogni¬
tion of Russia," and he advoeated that
«tep by the United States as a means
of averting another European confla¬
gration.
At the close of Senator Borah's ad¬

dress, the police guard at the hall
were called upon to prevent a riot
when a questioner, who »aid his name
waa Mac Donald and that he was a
World War veteran, mounted the
»tage. Amid shouts of "Put him out!"
Senator Borah inaiated that the ques¬
tioner b" heard.
"Why i» there no American flag dis¬

played here'.'" MacDonald asked.
Turmoil broke out afresh and many

rushed for the stage to eject the stran¬
ger. Police intervened to protect him
and the incident closed. Senator
B«rak said, when order was restored,
that wherever he appeared to »peak
there were "American principles If not
th.- flag."

Calling for unqualified recognition of
the prescrit government of Kutsia, Sen¬
ator Boruh told the crowd that filled
Symphony Hall that the recognition of
a goverriment did not neceasarily carry
approval of that country'a institution».
