Polo Enjoyed Best
Season in History
During Past Year

Xever before In the history of
the game in thi« country did polo
enjoy such a tremendous vogue as was
the case during the aeason of 1922, and
the feature that aroused the most com-

ment wa» the world, -side victory tour
of the famous "A.-gentine Four,"

I composed of South American »tars
of English extraction. These great
poloista, after winning against ail
opposition in their own eeuntry,
went to England and there defeated
all the British and European teams in
an international tournament.

Not satisfied with thi. accomplish¬
ment, the Argentinians came to the
I'nited States last summer and won
the international ehampionahtp at
Rumson, N. J. Later in the season the
South American horsemen were de¬
feated at Meadow Brook by Devereux
Milhurn'i "Big Four."* in a serie« of
special matches, with no official title
depending upon the reault. They were
also beaten by another American team
after winning the international cham¬
pionship.
America still held the historicHurl-

¡ngham Cup, emblematic of the cham¬
pionship of the world, having won the
trophy in England in 1121. There were
more polo teams in the United States
In 1922 and the quality of play waa
better than at any time since the
game waa first introduced into thia
country, with many young player»
showing promit» of international
caliber.
The Argentinian», although losing

to Meadow Brook, proved themselves
at least the equal of our players in
point of skill, and their horseman¬
ship was superb.
