by the jon of rosin or coal vapor, simul-
taneously with and in the presence of the decom-
p*dmnpaol'wlm. To the non- scien-
tific reader this explanation may not be very
intelligible, and we may therefore remark that
from water alone light-giving gas cannot be
masufactared, but by using the gases into which
water can be decomposed, in combinatioh with
the gases produced by the decomposition ef coal
or ro in, all the light-giving properties of the
latter nre preserved, and consequently, there is
& largr doonomy over the old process.

Rosin I used #s the carbonizing element at
Wimington, and it requires but from 25 to 40
peands of rosin Lo make a thousand feet of gas.
Py the customary mode of gas making,but from
fivete seven fee! of gas per pound is prodaced.
14 s clalmed that by Saxnens’ process gas ean
bte farnished at from thirty to fifty conts per
thossand feet, In this city, we pay from §2.50
to @8 per thousand feet for gas. Bhould the in-
vention prove to be all that is claimed for it, its
introduction in all the cities and towns of the
Union must follow. In this city alone, its gen-
oral use, at fifty cents per thousand foet, wounld
canse & saving to our citizens of from ten to fif-
toen millions of dollars a year.
