Extemlve Print Works

It Is not generally known, says the Phila lel.
phia -'Hc. that the only establishment in thiy
ma&y the printing of mourning Is, in
located on the west side of the Schuy Liill,imma.
diately opposite the Falls, belonging to Wt
Bimrsox, and it is alse the only et e in the State
where silk goods are printed. Unblosched mas-
lin is used, the bleaching of which forma one of
the most Interesting processes in the sstablish-
ment. The muslin ia first passed rapldly over
an iron plade, heated toa hoat, and is then
taken to the bleaching room, which containg
three boilers, sach of suflicient size to hold
42.000 yards of muslin, The goods are
boiled first with lime, and are then passed
into the seconl boiler, containing suds,
and then into the third, having chloride of lima
mived with water, muslin is also passed
through sulphurie seld, and {s then takenin this
state to another room, and sfter buing spread
out, means of double screws, diverging
from the centrs, is passed over seven large
copper drums, baated by steam. Twonty seconds
are only required to dry the mualin, f! s again
parsed through a solution of alum and iron, and
again dried by passing it over a et plate ; this
process beisg intendsd to rid the muslin of
all solvent matter. It is then hung up
for & day or two, 80 a8 te oxydize the metais
with w the muslin is imbued. The rollers
for pﬂntlnr ara of copper, and the number
of rollers is n.inl.ltul by the varlety of col-
ors to be printed uron the mualin. A single
machir o will print about 13 000 yards per day,
A large number of silk handkercl lsfs are printed
at this establishment, the procsss being the
tame s that used in K the best quality
wall paper. Many of the blogks are made in the
same way, and the printing is entirely similar,
As many as twenty blocks are used In coloring
ove heudkerchisf. Five men will print abont
000 per day. The cost of the handkerchief not
enly dependa upon the quaiity of the sllk, but
npon the number and richness of the ocolors.
The bandkerchief printed at thase wor ks recelved
the higheat premium at the World's Falr, New
York, notwithstarding they wers placed in
competiion with those from forelgn countries.
