If our special: advicw from
“Washington may be trusted, nohe will fesl the
blcw more seversly than the respcnaib'e head
of the Nation at this great crisls—-bat other
sminent sen of Illinois and of the Demeecracy
of Labor, President Lixcory, Tte onem'es of
the Republic, the men who have wiolated avery
politieal, social and moral obligation, and have
taken wp arms for the subversion of the Con-
stitution and of ths laws, in framing which they
had a potent voice—will, In a ficndish spirit,'ex-
alt over the death of one whose patriotic utter-
ances have contributed, in so large a degres,
to fumpire the Northern democracy yith an en-
thusiastlc fealing of devotion to the Iaion.

Neother man bad such & hold wpon the afl-
fectiona of the people as Sterimx A, DovaLas,
JHa was the reprosentative man of the earnest,
tolling Democracy of the country. Rising from
the ratks of the peoplo to a position of com-
manding influence, he never becams elated by
g success, or forgot the grand principle which
undarliss all our ineliiutions, that the people
are the true sourceof power, and the final ar-
biters of public policy. As s politician, he was
wrasshrewd and energetic beyond all competit-
ors, snd s a patriot he has besn more bitterly
hated by the ‘raitors than any other man.

The pame of Mr, DovavLas is so familiar to
sll our readers, and the leading iacidents in
his personal history have so often been pab-
1ishad, that it is scarcely mecessary to recur to
them at the present time, Yet, a brief bio
grephiesl sketch of the champion of popu-
lar sovereignty must be of iaterest, Mr.
DovarAs was descended from a Scoteh family
who smigrated to this country at an early pe-
riod in our colonial settlements, and settled in
Neow London, Conneeticu*. Sublsequently, one
member of the family removed to Maryland,
poltling on the banks of the Potomac river,
pear the present site of the city of Washing-
ton. His descendants, sow very mumsrous,
are to be found in Virginia the Carolinas, and
othar pouthern states. Anolher son remained
at New Londen, and his descendants are wide-
Iy rcattersd over thé morlhern and western
wlates.

Tte (ather of Mr., Dovaras, & physicisn of
some repute, was borm st Staphentown, Renssel-
sor County, in this state, When quite a young
wan, bé pemoved to Brandon, Rutland County,,
VYearmont, and aftcr comp'eting his studies and
obtaining a good practice, he married a Mim
sk, the daughter of a respectable farxer In
Brandon. The issue of the marriage was a
dangh'er and a sor—‘he subject of the present
skotch—who waa born on the 23d of Apil, 1513,
Oa the first of July Tollowing, Dr. Dovaras
died saddenly of disease of the heart, whils
boldiag bis iofant son, Byxrumy, in his
arme.

‘We may here state that the grandmothers
of fenator Dovaras, maternal and paternal,
were both descended from WiLsram Anwovn,
who was one of the associates of Rooxn Wi~
11AMY in founding the Colony of Rhode laland,
and whose sen was appointed Governor of that
Colony by Cuarres the Second. Ience the
name Brermex Armold Dovoras, |mmedi-
ataly after the death of Dr. Dovaras, his wid-
ow memeved to the residence of hir brether,
Mr. Pk, some three miles from Brandoa.
Her son Breruxx was sent to the district
school at an early age. He attended there
steadily during the winfer seasons, and work:d
on his uncle's farm the residue of the year,

When fifteen years of age he asked his uncle
to send him to the Academy, but ths uncle
having married a year previously, and baving
an heir to his estate, refused the request,
The young Dovcras then saw that he must
depind upon his own energies, and soon afler,
Lidding farewell to his mother and sister, st
out oa foot for Middlebury, fourteen miles dis-
tant, where he apprenticed himself to a cabinet

maker, Though a rather sickly boy, he ap-
plisd himsell earnestly to his work, and dis-
played much mechanical ekill, His health
failiog, he was obliged to leave the shop at the
end of two years, whan he antered the Academy
of his mative town and studied for twelve
months, making remarkable progross,

In the meantime, his sister bad married Ju-
vivs N, Gravors. Esq., of Ontario County,
NWew York, and his mother mubsequently mar-
ried Gumar: Graworn, FEaq., father of Ju.
rive, Young Sreruxx, at the request of his
mother and stepfather, removed with them to
their home near Canandaigua, and became a
student in Canandaigua Aedemy. Thers he
rewalned mearly thres yeam, acquiring an
English and Classical education, and devoting
a partion of his time to law studies. At that
gime it required & course of seven years to en-
title a studen' to be sdmitted to practice law,

four years of which might be spent in olsnsi,
cal studies, but such was the progrem
young DovorAs that, wpon & thorowgh ex-
aminaticn, ho was allowed a credit of thres
yoors for his classical attainments. He kapt
up his cour:e, hrwever, usatil he removed

At Casandaigua he first show ed his taste for
political coniroversy, warmly eapousing the
side of Gen. JAcKksON, who was re-plected Pros-
jdemt in 1832. A mong his follow stadents he
was groatly beloved for his genial indness any
frank disposition, Tn June of 1833,Mr. Dova
LAS, then under twenty-one yesrs of age, lcf.

Mo went first to Oloveland, Ohio, thence to
Cincinnatl, from Cincinnati to Leulsyille, and
from Loulsville to 8t. Louls, but in none of
these places could he find any proepbet of suc-
pess, though he met with kind friends, among
whom were Mr. EDwARD Bates, then a law.

Mr, Dovaras then turned his steps north
ward, sed in November of 1833 landed at Al-
ton, Illinois, with only a few cents in his
pockst, He bad not yet attained his majority.
From Alton he went to Jacksonville, where
his necessities compelled him to sell seme of
bis school books, A few days after he weat
out to Winchester to seek empl¢yment, and

But he had bosts of warm asd at-
tached friends, and to them his memory s en-
deared; while in the history of hia country his
name will live as the name of one of ita graal
political leaders and patriots.
