dark deserts. Bat it i just the re-

verse of & reason for mitigating their sen.
tence. Stern justice will not p'ease the rebsls,
we know, It will probably enrage them, and
pertaps mike them tremble. If, for fear of
Laeir rage, wecompromise justice and natirnal
authority, we shall only get their contempt, in
place of increasing their anger, and add fre:h
enconragement to a malignity already diabeli-
cal, by as:uring them that we dare nof punish.
1t is time that an impression so fatal to au-
thority, the very back-bone indeed, of this
reballion, ard a thing for which the effeminste
tendern+as and timidity of oar Government is
really answerable, were sternly done away.

The second reucn we mintion, is that the
pirates a1e to be, not cur misguide! southern
countrymen, who may fancy they are fighting
fur indepand ence, but des eradoss of all na'ions,
sctusted solely by the bases' lust of bLooty.
What they want, is to know whether thsy are
o rwing for it or not, ard to govern themselves
sccordingly. 10 these "I mina's sre dealt with
timidly, the plrate crai. will shoot outinto
evory tea the instant that the news is sent
svroad. If they are promptly husg, or
promptly sentenced, wi h a distinct intimation
from the Executive tha® no mercy can be ul-

The men wers, as & whole, of fine physique,
and wore that hardy, sun browned look indlca-
tive of great capacity of endarance. They
had with them one company of riflsamen, evi-
demtly picked men. Dasides their own compls-
ment, a detachment of the First Regiment, 30
strosg, accompanied the troops. They go to
join the command to which thay belong, hav-
ing remained behind on account of sickness.

Cocuow, a resident of Williamsburgh, has re-
cently effected hLis ercaps from the land of the
chivalrous Bouth, where, according to his ac-
count, he bad a bard time of it. For some
yoars past he has bean enzaged in exhibiting a
series of plctures, illustrative of American his-
tory, through the southern s‘ates. At the
time ihe secession fever first Lrcke out violently,
be was in Alabama, ani his known loyalty to
the United States, made him an ohject of sus-
pition in that part of the country. Ile there.
fore made his way for Kentucky, whare he ex-
pocted that more liberal views prevailed. His
exhibitions were given on Lioard a steamer, and
arriving at the City of Colambla, Ky., he

ed upom by a commiites, who told h'm
to take down the American flag that
was waving over his es'ablishment, and put
op tht peceation flag. Thiy he refused to do,
and tke committes left with threats of ven
geanee. Subsequently, his boat was attacked in
the night by a large party of Kentuckiana,
Mr. C. ard his assistants made what resistance
they could, but were overpswered by numbers.
His property, worth $7,000, was destroped,
One of his men was bung, and another suffered
