bhas not half that significance here, at
leastAo I am told, as we belleve on the other
sids of the water, The men who attend

thoss monater moetings wo read of are not
to ba token ws average specimens of the
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really seom to eare little about the matter.
The laboring elasses in England are not yet
fit to receive free political lberty. They
ars bottar educated aa a rule than they were
s fow years back, but they ars not yet in-
tellectnal enough to exercise the power of
thinking for themselves; and it would be
best perhaps that they were led a fow yrars
longer. Eduacation is not studied suficlent-
Iy throughout England. They have nation-
al schools and free institutions of one kind
ot another, but the English do not give the
pest to sducation that we do. They do not
allow Bill Giles, the ploughman's boy, to sit
alongside Bquire Acres’ son and heir, and
competa with him at least in Inteliectual
scquirement No, Bill Giles, nutil he s old
enough to earn Lis shilling & week as »
orow-acarer on some fleld where his father is
at work, will go to the national or village
school where he will meeot his equals, and
young Bob Acres goes to Eton, and from
thenos to Oxford, and meets with Als aquals,
and thls the wide band which separatcs
class, has militated ageinst that lo
tellectoal competition which would, do so
much to raise the laboring clesses of this
country.
