‘The oharge upon which the warrant was obtained Is
conepiracy on the part of the Commissioner
with ecertain  parties In New York 1o de
frand the revenue, A warrant has aleo been ssued
for the arrest of Depurty Commissioner Harland,
and three men, Smith, Musray, snd Haggerty, said
to be co-conspirators with Mr. Rollins, Tt appesis that
Murray some timo ago obiained an sppointment e
Whiskey Inspector, on the recommendation of Ihe
trict Attorney Courtney. Muarray had gone to Court-
ney, and fnformed him that he knew of certain
distillers® frands which he could nneirth if he was
appointed Inspecior,and ou this statement got an sp-
pointment for sixty days, Murray subscquently re-
ported frands to the Department in & dis
Ullery owned and run by Haggerty. Tag
