The leath of James T. Brady yesterday morn.
fog fell upon the beneh, the bar, and upon our entire
sommunity with starthing suddepness, 8o late a8
Priday ha liad appeared 1o the forum with uoabated
powers  Mr. Brady was & native of this city, sbout
Bfvy five years of age, sndt was admitted to the bar &
third of & contary ago. Ilis father was an Irish im-
migrant, & genial and witty gentlemen, faoiliarly
known to lis contemporaries as Counsellor Brady,
The son has held a consplcuous place st the bar of
Ahia city and State, and for the last twenty years has
stood in Its foremost rank. Though be haa had
equals, and perhaps soperfors, In cither of the two
departments of the profession, none of his rivals
Bas won greator trinmphs, either as @ elvil or erimi-
sl lnwyer

M. Brady was one of the connecting lloks between
the young attorneys just admitted to the bar and the
old lawyors of the era of Kent, Willlams, Wells, and
Takolt  He signed the rolls while these worthles
wore laying off thelr robes. He was making his way
toward \ho head of the profession when Van Duren,
Ondy, Storrs, Griin, Lord, and Duer were o the
matuiity of teelr fame. Me Lae seea many of his
sasociates, like Ogden Hofimen, HilY, Grabam, Sapd-
ford, .and Noyes, pass through the vell, leavisg bim
o the full Aush of bis powers, At last lie has rue
eumbed (o the exhausting lators of & voeation that
tazos Vhe lntellect, the patlence, the carg the mag-
ostiam of (4 devotees beyond that of cuy kindred
profession.

Mr. Brady wos a well read and thoroughly trained
lawyer. Excited Hivernians who saw him in his
younger days on the rostrum, uitering anathemas
against Kog'and, glowing with paesion, or culllvated
laymen who, st later perlods, have wilnessed hils
babhling humor and sparkling wit st the sociul
board, were not aware how calin be appeared at the
bar, and bow self polscd his wanner was when en-
countering an sdverse turn In a * hard ease,” and In
what good uatured tones he crossexamined a per-
weiso witness, and in how neighborly and eonflding
& way Lo talked to @ jory whom he would eonn and

When glving bils teatimouy
Iie seomed much Interested i the movemenis of the
stepograplier's fingers, and at times It seemed did-
cult for thie Mayor to keep Logan's miud on #ho lm-
portance of the questions which he was answer-
g, e sald that on Saturday, Jan, 0, Me brother
fuformed Wim that the papers were moking an fm-
mense fuss over his pmame In connection with the
Rogers murder, and that the Mayor had offered
s reward of §3,000 for his arrest, He was told that
the police had been looking for bim over & week.
He thought it strange that they had not foond bln,
a8 he hiad regularly stiended to his business cvery
day, and lie wan cerlain that he had done nothiog
that shonld euuse him to make sn attempd
st persenal  concealment.  Under  the elreums
stanees, ho thought that the best ithing lLe
con'd do would be to go lor the #9370 himeell, His
brother-In law, John Me¥anus, urged Lim to do this,
Accordingly, on that evenlug they entercd the Twen.
tieth recinet Buation, and handing & newspaper to
the sergeant, contaluing the proclamation, suid that
was the first e had known of the attempt Lo srrest
bim, and thereupon ho suviendered Limself op to the
suthorities, Mo professed his Innocence of the
