On Monday evening, shortly before To'clock, he
lelt his home, st 391 Choton streel, to go to the
chiureh, nod a« he had not returosd at midolght his
wife and family beeame alarmed, and regquested two
gontlemen who dwelt in the howse to go lo e
chiurch und see whethor lie had been detained there,
WHaving arrived there, they eatered the vestry and
found the lifeloss body of Dr. Greenleafl in a chair
in frout of bis desk,

It wis evident that when strieken by death he was
in the act of making soune memoranda, as some note
paper, & diary, a quill pen, and inkstand were on the
desk beside biw, wnd an exsmination of tliese fe-
vealed tue fact that he had been transferring from
the diary to the paver—the letter *a" in the word
houss being the last one written by his hasd, The
budy was ina #ituing posture, the head thrown back,
aud the cyes wide open.
