J. Lalor, & clerk in the Naval Office, and Fred.
Kuner, formerly a Castom House officer bot now a
Cnstom House broker, uscertalned a short time ago
that an importer of laces named E. Duverger, of
Brusaels, bad arrived in this city with s Iarge assort-
ment of goods, and the two worthies put up a job to
defrand him of them. They learmed that he was
boarding In 19 Exst Tenth street, and accordingly,
on Saturday sflernoon last, they mot in the Custom
HMouse and went thither, One of them rang the bell
and inquired of Mre, Shaw, the keeper of the
house, whether Mr. Duvengor was lp.  Bhe an.
swered in the afirmative, and ealled Mr. D, who
came to the door and said: ** Genillemen, your
carde.”™

The intruders pushed past Duverger amd arked
lim whether he had any laces on haud. He an.
swered * Yes,! wherenpon they desired to look st
them, He took them In and showed the goods to

them, and they went ont. Within half an houor they
retarned, locked the door behind th vru and showing

their badges told Duverger that they wers
Custom ouse officers, and  had ecome to
selze  his oods, Lalor drew  a yimtol

and pointing It at Duverger's bead, ordersd him 1o
follow them and bring his laces along to * Mr. Giriu
nell's offee, In the 8t Charies Hoter,"

When they arrived there they took Daverger be-

In his next report to Congress the Postinaster.
Geneoral will recominend additional jegisiation on the
subject of preveuting the usc of the mails by the
proprictors of notorlous swiudling enterprises, He
has ulready submitted the subject for the considera-
tion of the Atterne;-Ueneral, nnd thal offieer Las
glven an eluborate opinion, in whieh he shows that
any Postwaster, or even the Postmasser-General
himac!f, sciing under the law ws il stands, would be
liable in & ~uil for damages who detalned letiers di-
