Tho Bed ltlver Territory Is situated about
tho southern end of I,ako Winnipeg. This
magnificent sheet of water Is over two hun-
dred and fifty miles long, and aveinges
thlrtv-tlv- mile In width. Tho lied Biver
Hows into it from thu south, nnd Kurt (lurry, I

tho hrat of government, Is situated on thn
blinks of tliu rtivnm Jutt ivlwvo Us entrance
into tlio lake. Tho population of the region
does not exceed seven tboiunnd. Half the
colony live by hunting and fishing, and
many are engrged In tho fur trade. Tho
country and clluiuto ure adupted to farming,
but tho want of a market forms a tcrlous ob-

stacle to successful agricuUnre.
Go . Mt DouuAT.t., tho nowly appointed ex-

ecutive of this colony, the appellation of which
has been changed to Wlunlpcg Territory,
fiudB It impossible totnko possession of his
government. It Is said that thero is a ptirty
in his favor at Fort Garry ; but ho has,
uevortheh'!, been forcod to quit British Hull

by tho Insurrectionists, and sock tafety within
the United Stales lino. Tlio resistance to
his nuthorlty arls:a from a determination on

tho pnrt of a majority of tho tettiers, It is

stated, to remain Independent of Canada, and
subjict only to Great Britain directly. Tlio
rebols buvo established a provisional govern-

ment, with a Legislative Assembly r and evi-

dently thoy aro in grim earnest. It is proha
bio that troop way bo summoned Immedi-

ately from Cnnaihi to snlnluo tho resistance
of the colouitts ; but tho approach of wlntur
will render sueMful military operations In

thut country entirely linpractleablo for many
mouths toconie. If the difficulty is not ami-

cably adjusted sooner, tho Insurrectionists
nro likely to maintain thclrpositlen at lcuit
until tho spring of next year.
