died and talrteen per eent.; and specie, one hundrea
and ‘orty-one Jn-r eont,; whlle the elrevlation in
areased ondy Fftcen per cent. ‘The explanation of this
poenomenon was, thet bank deposts sad vilier ceo-
nomical expedients bad largely taken the place of
Lank notew in dome stie exchunges,

The Comwmis-loner tnerciore concludes that the
