Mr. Delmont—An Interesting Contribus
uon te Political Literatnre.

1t is always pleasant to find o man who
fns risen to eminence by the arduous pur-
suit of one profession also able to attract
public attention and respeet by ability in
snother, Bauver RooEns was none the
fese excellent m poet because ho knew ns &
banker every fluctuation in eonsols. Bir
Jouxn Henscnern read the stars to eqnally
good purpose, although between his night
watchiea he devoted his hours to a metrical
tranglation of the Iliad, The examples
of Roscor the merchant and the man of let-
ters, and of lord DeEnny and GLADSTONE,
the statesmon and scholars, are also failiar,
Disnarrt’s * Lothair” was all the more
eagerly read because it was written by a
former Chancellor of the Fxclhequer; and,
ecoming to our own country and our own
people, it will not be forgotten that Monsu,
the eminent ¢lectrician and the inventor of
onr telegraphic system, was am artist, tho
President of the National Academy of Deo-
eign.

And B0 we come to the latost example,
that of Mr. AvcustT DBeELMONT, s shrewd
banker and knowing financior, who has
found time to give his attention also tothe
political complications of the day, and te
hold for ycars the Important position of Chair
maa of the National Committes of the Demo-
cratic party. Mr. BErmoxT has put his eb-
servations as a philosophic statesman to
some extent upon permanent record by the
publication of & volume of his letters and

speechoe, chosen, a8 he pays, frem
among hundreds written or uttepod
by him during the last eventful tan

years. The external appearance of the
volume is elegant and tasteful. It is print
od on thick eéream-lnid papor, aa becomens a
banker's book, aud in clear and beaatiful
type. On ouwe corner of the blae cover
s stamped in gold the mosogram of the nu.
thor, The ttle-page contring no pnbligher's
imprint, only the words * Privately printed ;"
though certainly such sensible, statesman-
like letters and speeches as follow need not
have been so modestly confined to the select
few.

The preface suggests that the opinious
and conduct of the author had beeu often
misropresented and sometimes  mismmder.
stood, and that these pages * will suffice to
correct such errors should they ever ap
proach & lodgment in the minds of those
with whom alone such errors now can be of
any political importance to Lim, hischildren,
and his personal or political friends.” The
book contains letiors ranging in date from
November, 1800, to November, 1803, and
rpeechies dulivered from 1860 to 1868, The
letters are to all varieties of people, from
the Southern firc-eater up to Mr, BEWARD
and Mr. Lixcowy, and are full of good ad.
viee to all of them alike,

This letter cortainly indieates something
Leeldes the Lanker. It reade llke the Lulls
tin of & genernlin-chicf, aud if its advice
was not follow d, certainly it was not Mr.
BrELMONT'S fault,

Of course there is more or less of prophecy
in the lotters, During the war we were all
prophets; avd Mr. Siwanp, who was our
Haur, eaid in December, 1860, that the rebel-
lion would be over in sixty days. It should not,
tLercfore, excite 0 much our wonder that
Mr. BeryoxT was mistakon in some of his
forecasting, as our admiration that, heing so,
he has had the courage to priut the evidence
of it

In his specch at the Chicago Convention
in August, 1804, speaking of the results that
would flow from the reélection of Mr. Lix-
COLN, heea'd that * the inevitable results of
#uch & calamity must be the utter disintegra
tlon of our whole political and social system,
amidst bloodshed and anarchy, with the
great problems of liberal progress and self
government  jeoparded for generations to
come.,” Mr, LixcorN was reélected, but
vothing huppened as Mr, BersosT forctold ;
in fact, peace followed wpeedily on the heels
of that event, and we doult not that the
patriotie Beryont was as much rejolced as
anybody to find that his prophecies wore
80 completoly and so quickly falsified by
the facts

His relations townrd Mr. LiNcoLs per
gonally scem to have been a little pecn
liar. Speaking of Lim in 1861, be refers
to his clection as a “ealamity,” and his
administration aa venrs of misrulc
by a fuustical, sectional, and eorrupt purty,
that brought the country to the very vorge

of min” Writing to Mr. LixcouN in
1802, he epeaks of a letter of lis as
Learing “the samp of that statesman

ship and patriotism which 1 know to have
&vided sl your actions in the trials which
this wicked rebellion has brought upon our
once happy country.” ‘Thus, in 1801 Mr
BrLMONT, it would appear, rogarded Mr. LIy
COLN a8 a “ecalumity,” in 1862 as a * states
‘man and & patriot,” and in 1804 as a * calam
Ity" agein. Many men aro a8 inconsistent,
but, alas! too few have the wanly franknces
%0 admit it,

Lensions of the South.” This * forever”
shows that at that time Mr. BELMONT cher.
ished a willingness to fasten siavery perma-
mently upon tho eountry in the intcrests of
the Bouth, especially when we take it in
conneection with such phrases as “ the fanati.
eal abolitionists of slavery” who are to Le
* erusliod out of political existence.” Bome
timo later, howover, we find him writing to
anti elavery Enplieh friends of his about
“the determination of our people to fight
the question of secession and slavery exten
sion ;¥ and expressing the opinion that it
sermed “ almost incredible to see England,
the groat leader of megro emancipation, giv.
ing herald to a rebellion got up for no other
purpose than that of fastening slavery” upon
our country, He refers also to the “ aceursed
poison of slavery,” in writing to these same
English correepondents,

Theee secming contradictions are, as w.
have ssid, most creditable to their author,
They shiow that he is not one of those men
who nail themselves obstinately to an idea,
and will never take a step forwarl. Hismind
is epen to the progress of events, and he ad.
vancos with them. Trath certainly is prefer.
able to a pecming consistency ; and he only
is the true philosopher and statesman who
Vstens to her teachings, and Las the cournge
to shift his ground when he finds it to afford
an uncertain footing. Mr. BELMONT'® motto,
engraved on his monogram, la Sans Crainte
—Without Fear ; and there is no Wigher proof
of the possession of this trait than the daring
to ehange one’s opinions from time to timo as
elrcumstances require.

Thia volume does eimple justice to the
quality of moral courage in Mr, BELMONT, ne
well as to many other of his fine qualities. It
onghtto seat him more firmly than ever in
his place at the head of the National Demo-
eratlo Committee. To this position Mr.
Twenp has aspired, and upon it even now
he has a wary eye fixed, But where is his
record? He too has been the subject of mis
represeotation, and has been certainly as
grievously misunderstood as was ever Mr.
DrimonT. He too has written letters ; ay,
and made speeches,  Let him privt them for
the benefit of bis children and his political
snd personal fricods, as Mr, BELMONT has
doue. They would be read with gratifiea
tion by his friends, and with envy by his en.
emies, and would form the nucleus of a val
uable politieal library ; for doubtless other
of vur politicians would soon Le led to follow
such illustrions examples.

No vagary ever entered the brain of man
more futile and preposterous than the idea
of forming a third party in & eountry whicre
tho entire ground is occupied by two oppo-
sing organizations. The term itsell s »
misnomer. Discontent and disaffection may
become so general in a party as to menaoce
Ka integrity and presage disintegration to a
ruinous extent. And this is the present con.
dition of the Republicans, The official hoad
of the organization has not that informing
and eontrolling mind without which disci-
pline, harmony, and effoctive eodpemiion are
impossible. The party is not wanting in
able and eolightened statesmen; but they
have no universal recognition as leaders,
and hence are comparatively without influ.
ence in shaping ite policy. And then they
are divided upon some of the most impor-
tant questions of the day.

Many Republicans in the Northwest dif-
. with some Republicans of New Eng-
land and Penpsylvania on the tariff, the
finances, and eognate topies, including the
method and timo of extinguishing the
publie indebtment. The interest of the
producer is believed to be in  eonflict
with the interest of the consumer. Towa
aud llinoia have little sympathy with Mas
aachuscits and Rhode Island &and the bonds
of material interest are stronger than any
ties growing out of political affinity. These
things will havo their effect in enfeebling
and demoralizing the Republican organiza
tion—to whal extent, it ig now lmpossible
to estimate er predict with much eonfidence.
Similar eauscs are also at work, though
to & less extent, o weaken the Democracy
But the notion

that a third party ean
be donstructed of dimensions suflicient
to  aceomplish  anything  aflirmatively

i the greatest fullacy imaginable. Such a
thing is simply impossible, One might as
wall expect to #se the deserters from two
Lostile arwies constitute a force stroug
enough to overcome them both, or & man
standing on & rallway withstand two loco
motives approaching each other under a full
head of steam. No intrigues or manage.
ment of any kind ever achieved anything in
the way of such orgauization. The experi-
mont has frequently been tried, and always
with a similar resalt

The two most noticesble instances were in
the cases of JonN TyrLEn and ANDREW JORN
#oN. MinLAakp Fruisone  attempted to
avail himsell of the Kuow -Nothing folly,
but he had notVing to do with organizing
the party. TyLER supposed it practicable
to redleet himeell by forming a third party,
the basis of which should be the patronage
and power of the Federal Government. The
failure of the echeme was untter and ridien-
lous, covering everybody concerned in it
with universal derision. Jouxsoxn's exhibi
tion of himself was mora pitiable still.

Parties spring up spontanecusly, when
new issnes are presented, or new questions
arigo, A parly way be dividel and
temporarily prostrated, as wes the case with
the Demoerncy in 1848, by the in
troduction of an element w0 potent as
to overrido digcipline and break down the
lines of domarcation. But it is difflcalt to
conceive a condition of things whereln tho
malcontents could muster in foree enoagh to
muke headway against subsisting organiza
tions. And thero is nothing anomalous or
unugual in the present condition of parties
in this country. For nearly ten years past
Republican supremacy hae been so absolute
and resistloss that the Demoerats have not

been able to oppone force sutficient to operate

elavery also appear in this volume an'wnder- r
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as's Wholesome sheek upon the action of the
 Governmett of political movements. The
Republiokns have been too strong for thelr
own welfare, There has not been external
pressure enough upon them to compel dis-
cipline or elreumepection in the Administra-
tion. The adversary was feeble in numbers,
and distracted by intestine divisions,

And now we see the inevitable conse
quences of these untoward cireumstances in
a broken and demorulized organization,
And these embarrassmoents are increased and
exasperated by the imbeeility of GuANT, lLis
prostitution of the patronage of tho Govern.
ment to promote his own selfish schemes and
to reward unworthy favorites. The best men
of hie party are so disaffccted and disgusted
that his renomination two ycars hence is
quite out of the qnestion,

The power of a President, with a strong
supporting party measurably satisfied with
the course of Lis administration, is irresisti-
ble in the early part of his term; but it be-
comes feeble and dwindles away to nothing
as the years roll round and the incans of re-
warding partisan service become exhausted.
Six succesgivo Presidents, ending with Mr.
Bucnanan, vainly tried to compass a re.
nomination by the free use of Executive
favors. They were all men of large civil
experienec, familiar with the popular wants
and sxpectations, and not inexpert in polisi-
eal management ; and yet every one of them
failed ignominiously in the work he hird set
himeel( to perform. I8 GRANT—a raw, erude
man, of defective eulture, untutored in the
ways of politiciane, with no poliey, no expe-
rience, no power of aprreciation, imperfect
knowledge of men, selfish and egotistical,
earing more to give fat offices to hix family
than to promote the welfare of his party--
ie he likely to win a game in which sach
men as we have named were bafiled and

Mr. Tutens has made a report upon his
recent attempt (o negotiste an armistice between
the French and Germans., He says that on open-
ing the negotiations, Count Bisuanck referred to
the fact thet Navoreon was then st Cassel, en.
goged with his adherents in sn effort to organize
anew the relics of nis Government which wp to
that moment had been the only one recognized
by Europe. Bismarck smd that he made this
observation withiout any purpose of interfering in
any respect in the internal administration of
France, To this Mr. Twigns replied that the
Government which bad just precipitated France
inte the abyss of a war, foolishly declared and
impotently eonducted, had terminated at Sedan
forever its fatal existence, aud could be here-
sfter for the French pation mothing but a reeol.
leetion of shame and sorrow. Mr, Tuiens fully
confirms in this report the prevailing behef that
thg peint on which the project of an armistice
failed was the revictualling of Paris and other be-

sleged places,  In regard to the main object of
the srmistice, namely, the ~lection of a National
Arsembly and the constitulion of a government,
there was no difference between himself and
Count Bismarcx ; but upon the question of the
victualling of Paris it was impossible for them to
agree. Count Bismarck was personally disposed
to assent to the demand that Parig should be
supplied with provisions, so that at the terminn
tion of the armistice the ecity would be in
the ssme relative position as st the commence
ment; bot the German military authorities
were  absolutely opposed to  any  such
ooncession, unless one or more of the forts
of Paris  could be surrendered to  the
Germans st the Dbeginnmg. " When the
Count laid down this coundition, 1 immediately
stopped bim,”" says Mr. Tuzens. ** It is Paris,”
continued the French plempotentiary, '* that you
demand of us; for to refuse provisiors
the armistice is to take from us & month of our
resistance.  To require of us one or wore forts
is to require our walis; it is in a word, to
demand Paris of us by giving you the means of
starving or bombarding it.  But in treating with
us about an armistice, you can never have sup-
posed that we would deliver to you beforehand
Paris itself—Paris, cur principai furce, our great
hope, und fcr you the great difliculty, which you
have not becn able to overcome after fifty days’
giege.” In concluding his report, Mr, Tuens
thanks the neutral powers, ** both ue 8 man end
Frenchman, for the support which they have leat
me in the efforts T have made to give to my eoun
try the benetits of peace—of that peace which it
has lost, not by its own fault, but by that of a
Goverument whose cxistence is the ouly fuult of
France; for it is indecd an irreparable fault to
have accepted such a Government, and to have
abandoned to it withcut control all the destimes
of the country,”’

The Den beneath the Bottom of the River—
Areathing Compressed Alr and Working
by Onndle Light—Fighting a Hpark of
Fire for Twenty~fonr H wNillious of

A little spark of fire in the heavy timber work
forming the caiwson for the Brooklyn pler of the
East River Bridee, sank many feet below the level
of the river, and with fAftecu or twenty feet of solid
masonry sabove It, created yesterduy fan unusual
excitement on both sides of the river, This will be
anderstood when it s explained that that little
spark, driven by the immense force of the sompress-
ed air within (be calsson, ale like & worm Inis the
solid timber, defyiog all ordinary efforta to extin-
waish it, snd throatening the Integrity of the foanda.
tion upon which is to be built the most wonderiul
bridge in the world.

THIN PRRAISTENT AND LESTAUCTIVE SPARK
took lodgment on Thursday evenine, at 9§ o'clock,
snd thongh constant efforts were made to extin.
