But the wegroes had to leavc iheir
homes all Whe same, for there was no safety for
them after haviag killed ose of the Ko-Klux
Klan. About ten miles from Fesukfort, on the
Tih inst, a poer megro family who had been
catened with desth had gethered all their Mile
provorty, smounting to seme five bundred dol-
s’ worth, sed put it o their sabin, intending
womove W g sefer place the next day. Thet
niglt they were afraid to stay st bhome and
camped in the woods : before morning the Ku.
Klux hed burned their oabin and all it eontained.
The vsual mode of Ku-Klox operetions is to
wliip ome bisok unmercifully and shem seud word
to othiors 1o leave the country. But they vary
this method by haoging or shooting when they
decm it better, and froqoentl cases have occurred
where they have rebbed their victims of money,

The cuses detuiled above occarmred almost within
right of Fraukfort, the eapital of the State, and are
describod at lengih in Kentucky papers, The
government of that State is now in the hands of
the Democrats ; and so long as these outrages
are ]nrrnn’t-d o continue, so long may the Demo-
ersbic party soileetively expect to sufler the op-
prebrinm cousequent apon them.
