After Ih collision, Dr. Fraxsr hastened ta th
aislslanc of Mr. Watson, and directed hi removal
to th Club House. A baity examination revealed
the fact that Mr. Watson's skull waa metered on
the right aide, the brldg of his nose waa broken,
and hi fsco was otherwise disfigured by tba shoe

of th restive animals under whos hoofs he had
bten thrown. On or two small arteries having
been severed, Mr. Watson bled profusely, and the
most that Dr. Fraser could do at th moment was to
atop th bleeding. Mr. Watson was perfectly con-

scious all the time, and conversed readily with th
doctor and a lew friends who wer allowed In th
room. Doing informed (hat the German Townsend
had been arrested, lis requested tb pollc to dis-
