THE ROAD TO BE WORKING TO-DAY.
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The frghtful calamity on the Hudson
River Ruilroad on Monday night, just below the
dittle ' fon of New flamburgh, by which upward
of twenty lives are now known to have been lost,
very naturally created the wildest excitement
slong the eutire road. Yesterday the confusion
was s0 great, ond the railroad oflicials were so
studiously reticent, that it was almost impossible
to get any intelligent version of the disaster.
But by a more patient investigation, and conver.
satious with all the survivors who are accessible,
the fullowing authentic facts were gathered

The scene of the accident is & drawbridge,
about twenty feet in length, spanning & hitle
ereck, emptying into the Hudson at & point about
ba!f & w.ile south of Now Hawburgh station, and
nearly ten miles south of Poughkeepsie. This
bridge 18 approachied from the north by s selid
embankment, On tho south the road is con.
tinued on trestle work for a distance of about
two huudred feet before reaching an embank
ment. ‘the trains were wrecked ou this draw.
bridge, and the casuaitics wero occasioned by
the burving of the wreek and the bridge asd
trestle work,

THR LITES LOST
were those of passengers and employees on the
second lacific express, which left Thirtieth
street, New York, at 8 o'clock on Monday niglt,
and, cccording to the time card, should have
passed New Hamburgh st 10:09, and was due
here at 10.25 that night. It was one of the
ewiftest treins on the rond, making po stoppage
between New Youk end Pouglikeepsio.  This par
ticular train was composed of the locomotive, an
expross car filled with freight and locked, oon
Muiming no mesacnger, & baggage car, five sleep
ing curs, and one ordinary passenger car st the
rear.

As soon as the flumes
had subxided suflcientiy to allow people Lo approach
the wreck, the survivors and some citizens of New
Hambargh who had hastened to the spot begun

The @rst body tuken out was that of Dr. Nan-
erede, which was fished ont of the wreck of the
first eleeping car. It was found In & borribly muts-
lated condition, the bead being barned entirely off
and the lelt arm nearly consumed. Otberwise it
was mot disfigured, the clothlog even mol being
burned,

Afer the recovery of this body no further efforts
seem 1o have been made until nearly 4 o'clock in the
morniag. when » traln arrived from Pouglikeepsia
with sangy of workmen, an undertaker, snd physi
clame, Toeservices of the la'ter were, however, pol
woeded, 08 Liiore were no woanded Lo be cared for
The disaster bad deen complete, and mereiful in the
thorooghnesa o' s work., Ita victims wers all
killed outright, probably instantly sulfocated by in
baling the fearful, panetruting flame, which instantiy
Blled every p ori of the fated car. The work e be
done was wholly that belongine to

and In (be prosecution of this he was directed by
the railroad oficials to do sveryihing necessary and
charge the bill Lo them.

On the other hand, the Company's officers and
the workmen they orought from Pouzakeepsie im-
wmediately began the task of repairing the track.
And in this imoortant work they remalined Indus-
trionsiy employed ap to last evening, giving no at-
tenticm whatever Lo the search for bodies, Two
men in the employ of the Company, bat at Lbe time off
duty, und tarrying in New Hamburgh, volanteered
their services and went 0 work with an earnest-
me:8 deserviog all praise in the humane work of

RECOVERING YHE BODIES,
They continued the work indeiatigably from the
time of the subsidence of the fire until late last
evenirg, and were 1nstrumental in taking out the
rewaing of sixteen or seventeen corpses, These men
worked with long po'es or boat hooks, with which
they dug in the flooded diébris of the sleeping car,
standing on the edge of the wreck. As bodics were
brougnt to the surface ropes wore attached to them
and they were drageed out upon the ice and thrnes
taken to the embankment and ;placed Ip » car sta
tioned there (o receive them. O.bher than these
twe men, who were volantecv.s, the rescuing of the
Lodies apd taking them to the place of deposit re
mained wrolly with the uudertaker and suea asslst
ants a8 Le could procure [rom the byswnders.
