Cause of the Decadence of
lican Party.

Gen. GRANT bas now held the Presidential
offico about two years. The Republiean
party had never been so strong at any previ-
ous period of its existence as when he entered
the White House. It had just come out of a
protracted contest with ANDREW JOUNSON,
whom it had completely prostrated, and out
of a sharp and severe struggle with the Do
mocracy, winning a triumph so signal that
it geemed 0 have well nigh accomplished
their ruin,

Where stand the two parties today? The
Ropublicans have lost nearly all their
strongholds in the Southern States, while
8ix of the States in the North and West that
voted for GRAXT have gone over to the De
mocracy, snd with the apparent iutention of
staying there, In Congress, as well as out
of it, we see the party widely divided on
cardinal measures, while its eminent leaders
peem quite 38 €nger to moke war on each

othier a8 to combat their conmon foo. We
hear of serious divieions ia the Cab net on
questions of great moment, and the country
belicves that nothing prevents its breaking
up except the fear that this would be follow
ed in March by an organization of the now
House of Representatives by means of a
coalition between the Democratic members
and those Republicans who are avowedly
hostile to GRANT'S renomination, or who
dissent from some leading measures of the
porty.

How does it happen that the Republican
party is in this perilous position? The
reason is obvious. It Las been compelled to
traverse a critical stage in its carcer under a
leader whose incapacity to guide ite course is
only cqualled by his indifference to the dis
asters that flow from his blunders. When
pasaing through the transition period be
tween the old slavery coutroversies and the
new issnes sure to spring up after their set-
tlement, it was esscotial to the continued
supramnacy of the party that a clear head and
e strong hand should direct its affuira At
this supreme juncture it was a great m'sfor
tune that the party found itself bLurdened
with a President incapable of broad views of
public questions, destitute of all experience
as & politician, and unwilling to call to his
Cabinet those who could supply his own de-
ficiencies.

present method of taxation, with most of
which, in a general way, cvery taxpayer is
acquainted. Real estate, it is well kuown, is
never assessed in this State at its real mar

and
nlready in

ket value, nor upon any uniform scale. As
to personal property, not one-third of it pays
taxes a8 the law requires, and many owners
of it escape altogether.  The b urden of suj
porting the State and loenl governments is
distributed, not ecientifically cud in just pro
portions, but at haphazard or with unfair
favoritiem. All this the report makes plain
beyond question.

Another evil which the report descants
apon is the injury to the prosperity of the
Btate caused by thie excessive taxation im
posed upon capital invested in undertakings
liable to competition from abroad. For in
stance, & steamship company or & manufac
turing ecompany, located in this eity, has Lo
pay, in addition to the taxes imposed by the
United Btatés apon dll thé materidls it em
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ploys, an annunal tax upon its eapital to
the State and city of 2 27100 per cent., while
gimilar concerns in Europe or in apothes
State may be quite or nearly exemapt.  The
effeet is to drive such enterprises away from
us altogether.
boing taxed at a Ligh figure upon their per
sonal property induees many wealthy oiti-
sens to rewove [rom this Siate iww New
Jersoy aud Counocticut, thus depriving the
Btate of the advautage of their annual ex.
penditure and the trade that expendituze in-
volves.

The Commissioners propose as a remocdy
for these and other evila of onr existing tax
systein & plan fuvolving three principal
measurea  Firet, they would tax the capital
slock of only those pemons or corporations
doing businoss within the State, which can-
not possibly transfer themselves or their
operations eclsewhers, such as gas cow-
panios, bauks sud bankers, raileoad com-
panies, fire insurance compnauies, omnibus
and ferry companies, and the l'ke. To mect
the case of railroads runuing through several
counties, they recommend that some State
officer be suthorized to assess annually at a
given rate the corporate franchise of each
company at a value equal to the aggregate
market value of its stock and funded and
floating debt, less cash on hand, and that, in
corsideration therefor, the company shadl bo
oxempt from all other taxation. The tax
thus received would of course have to bo dis
tributed among the various countics on sowe
Just prineiple of division.

Becondly, the Commission recommend that
land be taxed exclusive of the buildings
upon it at a uniform valuation of 30 per cout.
of its market value. The adoption of this
arbitrary standard is on sceount of its reln-
tion to the third branch of the new scheue,
which the report gives as follows:

Or, as & substitule tor the above Laird provisivn, the
following :

“ Tax buildings coujolutly with land as real estate
at a unilorm valoation ; snd theo, as the equivalent
for all taxation ou persona! property, tax the occu-
pler, be Le owner or tenast, ol auy bullding or portion
of uwny building used as & dwelling, or for suy other
purpose, ona valuation ol three times the rental or
rental value of the premises occupied. Tewement
houses oe-upied by more than one family, or tone
moent hovses havi rental value not in exei
fixed *um, to be taxed to the owner ns occupler,”

That is to say, aliolish all taxation of per
sonal property as now managed, and subst
tute fur it the taxation of the capital of only
such persons and corporations as cannot leave
the State, and of every occupant of a build
iog at a given estimate based on the rental
or abeolute walue of the building. Real
estate shall be taxed, not as now upon the as
sessed value of the land and buildings o
gether, but upon one-half the market value
of the land alone. All other property is to
be exempt. The scheme commends itsell
by its simplicity and directuess, but it needs
and will undoubtedly receive a thorough dis
cussion before it is adopted.
