Canadian friends beyond the border nro
already showing a llttlo rcstlveuess over
the apprehended action of the gentlemen
appointed to adjust our International nc
counts. Hut why should thoy bo anxious?
They will havo In tho Commission Sir John
A. McDonald, a man of unquestlonablo
abilities, whom Canadians ara fond of re-

garding aB tho first living statesmnn on
this continent. Surely they can trust to
his genius and fidelity.

Perhnps tho difficulty Is that ho knows too
much to bo foolish on the fishery question.
Tho average Canadian declares tho fisheries
ought to buy what ho calls "reciprocity;"
that Is, tho right to bring his wares to our
markets frco of duty. This l a groundless
claim, nnd tho largcrjan Englishman or n Ca-

nadian is tho moro clearly ho recs It to bo so.
Wo havo no need to buy what wo own In
common with all tho world; that Is, tho
right to tho open sea. But this la what the
Tito Harnaclo Canadian proposes to soil us
for reciprocity, But whon our flukormcn
approach no nenrcr than throo miles to tho
British shores, wo claim they aro on tho
open sea, whom tho rights of all aro equal.
The privilege of this proximity we do not
pxojjoio to purchase And wo do not ask to

come any nearer. This in our straight nnd

fimple method of ending the case Ftirthar
than thin, wc deelro of provincial ports no
privileges greater than those wc daily yield
In our own ports to Brlttdi vrs 1p.
