DBradford and Pittsburgh road aad its rolling
stock for tha term of four hundred and
ninety-nine yoars, the Erie Company agroe.
ing to pay as rent all the running expenscs
and future cost of repairs and econstruetion,
and also the principal and Intersst at seven
per eont. per annum of the bonds of the Buf
fulo, Bradford and Pittsburgh for two mil-
lions of doltars, or thermbouts, which, ns
wo have slrendy sated, had just been dis-
tributed among Earon, Davia, and their
allles ; sod on these bonds the Erie Company
was to endorse its guarsates.
