Fia salary was at first §1,000 & yoar,
bot was afterward ralsed to $1,500, and finally to
$0.000. Pringle continued in office over five years,
s8d duting this Wime he prospered excoadingly well.
He became possessed of §T5,000 worth of real estate
i Brookiyn, includirg & fine residence st Patnam
pnd Marey avenues, and he drove two noble black
porses, for which he had paid §1,000 cash. He took
great Interest in \be politics of the city, and wielded
great ipflgence among the politicians, He was also
widely known and respected,

As managing agent, Pringle had full power to
™ all sales of Holloway's medicines in this coun-
iry. and to collect all moneys due for them. It was
bis duty to render weekly sccounts of his sales, re-
eeivts, and expenditures, and to make remittances
to his principal. He also wrote weekly leiters ox
iBibiting the business. Aboul two mooths ago the
firm of Thomss Molloway became suspicious inat
everything was not golng on smoothly in their New
York eriablishment, and they quietly employed »
detective to wateh their agent. The officer did his
work faithfully, and reported that he found Mr.
David Priogle living at the rate of $10,000 & year.
Mr Holloway discharged Mr. Pringle on the 2ithof
May lust, and another agent was appoinied in his
place, who was directed to examine the books of
the sgency and clear up, If possible, the mystery of
his predecessor’s luzmy.

A TRLL-TALE CASH-ROOK,

Mr. Henry M. Martin, the new agent, sel to work,
and found that Mr, David Pringle had been suecess
fully carrying on & series ol wholesile embeazle-
ments during his entire term of office. Mr. Martin
was greatly aided in his rescarches by a private cash-
book foand in the safe, in which Mr. Pringle had
laken the greatest care Lo wrile his real business
expenses, with dates exactly corresponding to false
entries in the casl<book of the frm. Joho Waoite
lock, & bookkeeper who was in Priagle s employ
from Fetruary 18 to the latter pavt of April last,
