Pirrston, Pa, Aug. 14.—About 9 o'clock this
moraing e miners were startled by an explosion
of fire damd in tle Ragle Shaft, about & mile from
Fillaton, operaied by Alva Tompkins. The shaft ia
some Lwo iundred feet deep. The cxplos.on was
followed by & fall of the roof, ln which at leset
eightesn men and boys have porished. Thelr names
an E. Joves, Benjamiu Davis, Thos Legshon,
Rienard Owen, James Morgan and son, David Harris
and son, David Owen, James Jones, Robert Hughea,
Benjamin Willlams, John Morgan, Edward Owens,

The disaster is rivalied only by that of the Weat
Pittaton shaft on the 27ith of May; bat in this case
it s certain that all In the mine, with the exception
of two or three who were near tie bottom of the
shaft, have perished

Bome time must elapse before the bodies can he

reachad, owing to bad alr and the vast amount of
debris to be removed. At 0 P. M. only the bodies
of Ben). Davis, Evan E Jones, Thos. Leyshon, Jas,
Margan, and David Harris have been brought ont,
alljdend. The mojority of the volunteers have come
up mueh exhansted by bad air

M This mine has always been endangered by gas to
& greater extent than aoy other in this region, and
for a long time Lthe ras has been at places walled 1n
and burned in pipes like ordinary illuminsting ges.

Mr. Tompkins, the operator, has always endesy-
ored to comply with all the provisions of the mine.

A fire damp explusion oecurred this morning in the
E gle shaft. operated by Alva Tompkins, Twenty
men were workiag in & new ganeway at the time of
the explosion, which tore away the timbsrs snp-
portiug the roof, causing it to fali and leaving the
men imprisoned behind the rocks, with no mesns of
escape urtil the debris shall be iwclearsd away, Ben-
Jamin Davis, who was working outside of the gang-
way, was Instantly kilied by the explosion., The
men imprisoned are, most likely, dead, or will be
belore they can be resched,

Of the twenty men working in ths mine sixteen
were employed on the new gangway, sad are im-
prisoned by the falilng roof.

U. B, sud sol. morpb. sulph,
mag., the latter being wixteen llimes stronwer than
the tormer. Comparatively few druggista under-
stand bow Lo test their goods, and must solely de-
pernd on the wholesals men for their purily sad
Eenuineness.

If the law would sanction the sxamination of the
stock kepl by druggists, as it does in Prossis. we
might find in some places calomel containing corre-
sive sublimate, powder of opium made by dried
sand ground-up reaidoe of opium Unctures and &
little  fresn opium wder; in feet, some of the
shops would stand llable 1o be closed as a nubuﬁ
nulsance. The present law, if rigidly enfore wi
«1ve ud betler and more rellable dispensers ; it will
raise the standard of the profession, and enabie
clerks whoa have passed examioation te command
highar wares.

ne point in the law, however, might sndanger
its execiution. The license fee, $10 tor clerks and
$30 for proprietors, is an extortion, snd is my
opinion mot even constitutionsl.
