INFECTED PORTS,

. Carnochap—~Havana, Matanzas, Bantlago de
Cnba, Clenfue Bahia, Para, Buenos Ayres, and
Vera Cruz, ' are the only ports the vesssls
from which are subject to sny prolonged detention
st Quaractine, out of all the two thousand or more
ports of Christendom from which vessels are roa.

Heporter—Do you unload only the vessels from
those purts ?

VESSELS UNLOADED IN QUARANTINE.

Dr. Cornochan—Only thoss. Up to the 1st of July
we had Jdischarged only aboot & dozen cargoes
Sioee then, however, owing to the prevalence of yel
low fever 1o an epidemiec form st the ports named, we
have boeu obliged Lo dischurde a greater number aud
[ cise¢ & more rigkd scratiny. So far during the
present season only about foriy five in sil iave been
discharged. We detain many vesss's from tropical
vorts merely for observation, If they dovelup no
disease niter o reasounble delay, tney are allowed to
procead 1g the city. It is ouly when disease is epy
demic at the port of departare, or Las prevalled on
board during the vovaze, and wnen thero is a prob.
dility tuat the vesse: or cargo 1s infecled, that we
deem it necessary to discharge at all,

Reportcr—Is this dischargiog done by conftract ?

HOW THE WORK I3 PRERFORMED,

Dr. Carnochan—No. The stevedores, lIghtermen,
ana others employed are selectel by me, and bhold
their positions suiject to good behavior. If 1 let
the work out by coatract, 1 could not retain such
absolute control over those p.rforming it as [ can
now. When s vessal {8 ordered dischareed, or s
permitted o be dischb , the consignee is anxious
to get his goods as quickly as possible. If the work
was let by contruct, the contractor would take his
time it and suit his convenience aboul when be
worked. Bud now the men are required to go to
work al once as 200D a8 the order or permit Lo dis-
charge |8 recelved

Reporter—You do pot allow consignees to seud
their own mep to discharge their ships ¢

Dr. Camipockan=Certiin'y wot. Tnat would de-
stroy all the good of quarantine. It wouig be like
establishing o vest house in the outskirts of a eity,
sud then sllowing the friends of those under treat-
ent there to come and go &t pleasure and spread
the disease throughont the communivy. uere
wotild then be the 4 of a pest hom'f Quaran:
tine is but a pest nouse for ships.

Reportar—I)0 you require the slevedores and
others emiployed 1n discharging ships to remain in
qusrsndine ?

EMPLOTREES DETAINED IN QUARANTINE,

Dr. Carnochan—Of course. They have a barge
fited up amd auchored ou the dischargioz grounda,
wliere the head stevedore keeps all his men, There
tuey eal and sleep, and are not sllowesd to eommauni
cale with the shure sl all except by soecial permis-
sion. The lightermen live aboard their vessels an)
sre kept nnder special surveillance,

Reporter—Who pave tuese men for their services ?

Dr. Carnochau—Fhe owner ur cousigeee of the
sbip and Cargo.

N’\'bﬂr‘l r—Are they permitted to make their own
charges !

Dr. Carpochan—By no means; the Quarantine
Commissioners fix the rates of charges, by which
tuey are required to ablde.

HOW THE WAGES ARE FIXED,

Reporter—Wheu were these rates flxed ?

Dr. Carpnochau— bey were fixed in the spring of
1570, a8 required by law, by the Quarsutine Com-
missiopers, and the Majyors of New York and
Brooklyn, and the Fresident of tue New York Board
of Alderinen.

Reporter—~How do the rates now charged com-
pare with those of former years {

Dr. Carnvcoso—"The rutes for the present season
aro the sume a8 they were last year, when they
were materially reduced from those adopted anid
charged in 1560 under my predecessor, The follow.
Ing comparsuve table will show the extent of the
reduction:
