The Colburn Trial- A False Acousation

of Murder.

In the year 1834 PrETER BUFFENBARGER,
them mbout seventy years old, was & rich
fanucr and stock raleer, Liviug near London,
Madigon county, OLio. He owned between
five and six thousand acres of land, and there
wi re seldem fewer than three thousand cattle
in his ficlde, Hils reputed wealth at this
bime was cver half a wmillion of dollare, aud
Le wae respecied as well as liked by his
neighbors. They appear to hawe exhibited
no surprise st his inarriage, in the winter of
that year, to Miss AXGELIXA HUDEON, a
yonug lady of eighteen, residing in the
v einity, who lived with him as his wife, in
ujparent sympathy and happiness, for thir
teen years, until bis death in 1867, This
Indy, under the name of Mrs. L. T. CoLBUUN,
Is the petsnn whose preliminary trial on the
charge of murdering Ler husband by paison
nus just terminated in one of the Ohio cotirts,
1o substarce of the accusation against lLicr
being that she killed Mr. Burresnanorn
( swder that she might the sooner marry
Mr. CoisEnx, her present hngband.

At the tane of bip death, vhich oceurred
his cightyfourth year, Mr. Burrin.
VANGER, with his wife and their two chil
dren—loth girls, one now about sixteen and
e other about seven years old—resided on
wis farm in Paiot Creek Bottom. He uad
suilt & fine house there shortly after hie
marringe, and in connection with it caused
a0 obeervatory to be erected from which he
rould look out upon his grazing flocks and
herds through a teleseope, without the fa.
ligue of exerclie which his advanced age for-
bade. MHis lauds, with the exception of rix
buudréd acres which he purchased especially
for Lia wife and conveyed to her, descended
1o the two children, subject to their mother's
right of dower. This fact, which precladed
sny of Mr. BUFFENBARGER'S eollateral rela
Lions from acquiring in any cveut an interest
In Lis property, renders the motives of Mis
CorLBURN'S accnsers inexplicable on any
uther theory than that of pure malevolence ;
foritis as plain that they could have de
rived no pecuniary efit whatover from

"the ponitive proof of Mbir chiarges, as It s
now that those charges were without foun
fation,

Mr. and Mrs, BUyFENBARGER first mot
Mr CoLsuny when $ Cinciunati on ther
wedding tour. It was but natural to regard
the young lady es the daughter of lier sep
tuagenarian companion, and Mr. CoLnuns
made this mistake, m to the amusement
of the husband, who, fa¥ from Leing anneyed,
luvited bim to vieit them at their Lome
This Mr, CoLsurN did. He was there not
sufrequently, especially during the rebel
lion, when he acted ar correspondent of
e World ; and about & year after the death
W Mr BurreNBanoen be married his widow,
Fhis was in November, 1868. Although fre
puently visiting the Olio farm, they have
Wtely reslded st Elizabeth, New Jersey

pepuiation among the cliizens of Mad son
ounty hoo long been bad  Be was arrgted
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and indicted for counterfeiting ‘setne thwe
ago, it appears, and was only savedl frem
punishment by enrollment in Col. Woon's
detective foree organized agalnst counter
feiters. Various criminal charges are still
pending against him in the ftate of Ohto.
With his newly found friend from Illino's,
he set in oirenlation the story that Mr. Bor-
FERBARGER had been polsoned by his wife;
that slie Lad sdministered arsenic to him
with the medicines presoribed by his phy.
ricion ; and thet her conduet toward Lim for
A long time before his deceare was anything
but that of a virtuons and lionorable woman.

The next stop wan to liave the body ex-
humed, that a chemical analysis of the
rtomach and other organs might be had.
Appliention was made to the Coroner, buscd
upon an affidavit sworn 0 by Vaspeves.
DELL or somae one personating him, for an in.
quest; and proceedings were commenced in
February last. The disinterment took place,
and certain portions of the body were re-
moved, in the presence of the Coroner's juary,
soaled up in glase jars, and sent to Prof,
Turovore @, Wonsiey, of the Starling
Medical College at Columbus, for analvsin,
Owing to the delay of MarLey Tuomrsoy
and VANDEVENDER (o pay him the fea of
five hnndred dollar required befare the work
could be commeneced, Prof. Worwrey did not
complete his examination untll recently,
when it wan reported that he bad discovered
arsenie, and that the Coromer's jury was to
be reconvened in order to close the ingnest.
Mrs. CoLRUnN, nccompanied by her husband,
at once went o her Ohio hoe, although
the design to accase her of murder was well
kuown.

When the medical testimony hed been
sulmitted, the jury rendored the following
non-coramittal verdiot :

ecoased Puran TIFENBARGER by somae unkiown
Pperson or parsoas.”

Nothing is said an to whether the arsenic
8o adiministered was the canse whickh pro-
duced death. Nevertleless, the prosscution
determined to arrest Mm. CoLnuvmx on the
followiog day; but she immediately de
livered herself into custody, and was released
upon giving bail for twenty-five thousand
dollare.  The suretios were among the
wealthiest and most promincmt eitizens of
the eounty.

The preliminary trial began on the 21st of
August, at London, Ohio, bsfore Justice
Crnanse.  Bach sido was representod Ly
able counsel. Prof. Woumiey was the first
witness called.  He testiffed that he fousd a
misute quantity of arsenic in the liver by
his first test, and by the second aa obvious
quantity. The stomach contalped decidedly
more. Ho did not discover sufficient to poi
son an adult There was nothing to show
whether it had been pisced there before or
after death. Inasmuch asa large quantily
of arsenic would pass out of the system
more rapidly than a small quaatity, the
body might bave contained more ab the time
of death. There was no evidemce by whieh
it could be ascertained whether or not such
was the fact.

The testimony of the pbysiciaa whe at
the Coromer's request superintendsd the Qs
interment, and removed the parts subse.
quently analyzed, exbibited the grossest
medical ignorance on his part, and he did
much to break down the presecution. It
showed greet negligenee in the manner in
which the jars were chosed, sealed, and cared
for ; #o that it was apparent that they might
readily have been secretly opemed by evil
disposed persons.

Much strees Lad Lecn laid npon the fact
that the body was found so well preserved.
This was attributed by she prosecuiion to
the presence of arsenic. Tle undertaker,
however, on his eross-examinution, swore as
follows :

This testimony was ecorroborsted by the
evidence of Prof. WonsLeY that “ freqmen:
Iy bodies of persona dying a natural death
are prescrved & long period Ly masural
canpes,

The Catoner t#ificd that the affidavit of
VaspeEvENDEN, by which all the proeed-
ings had Leen originated, was sworn to be
fore an llinois Justice of the Peace ; and the
extraordinary circumstance was also revealed
that no certificate was attached to this affidn
vit showing the Justice by whom it was
taken to be actually an officer in that State
It furthermore appeared that, while tha jurs
were under hisicharge, the Coroner left them
on one occasion in his carriage for some time,
and aflerward Le placed them in an unlocked
closet in his owp house, where they remaio
ed acecasible to any one who might oome in
until he could gei a key from town

Mr., BUFFESRARGER'S family physician
testifled that his death was due to pulmn
nary eousumption. He had lopg sttendled
him, and treated hlm for that Mscase. 1.
had never prescribed arsenie, nor did Le ever
discover any traces of its having been adiin-
istered, He had acqualnted the accused
with the probavility of her husband’s denth
al any moment wocks previous to its occur
renee,

It wne now quite apparent that the prose-
eutlon must fail. Vaxpevespes and MALgy
Twowrson, the “ Bwamp Angel”—nan bo is
wrmed from the name nttached to a sourr!
lous letter alout Mrs. Cornuny which he
snd circulated throughout Madisor
county—Llnd disappeared. On Friday lust a
uwtion to dismiss the charge was made by
the prigoner's connsel.  After hearing argu
ment on both sides, the Judge deeided to
gruut it, remarking substautially that the
ouly foundation for the charge agninst Mry
Corpuny was that she had been the wife of
the deceased, Heo therefore refusod to hold
her to answer Lefore the higler court, and
#hie was hoporably dischnrged.

From the fiist, the acousation against Mrs
CoLsvnrN seemed in the highest degree im-
probable. Blie bad lived with her first Lius-
band thirteen yvears, aud had #orne him two
children. Bhe had known Mr. CoLnumw,
and 80 had he, during nearly all of that
thae. 1t was incredible that when the old
man, then in his eightyfourth year, was
evidently likely to die &t any hour, hle wife
#hould have been #o overcome by her desive
o sbara his wealth with sscthar as te nglson
