Shall Cuba be Destroyed I

That Spain Is entirely unablo to imp.
press tbo Cuban revolution becomes everjr
day moro cvrtnln. According to Spanish ac-

count, published In thu Havana papers, tlio
rebels still remain In force In tlio Villas
District. President Ckspedes, with his
rscurt, Is still In Cnmagucy, whero also the
command of Oun. IoN.icto Aniu.MO.NTi: is
Dpcratlng; and It Is admitted that tlio wholo
rastcrn part of tlio island, from Camaguey
lo Capo Malsl, is in postt snlon of tlio patriots
under Vicn.Tr. Oahcia at Las Tunas, Col.
I.nci.an at Holguln, and Maximo (Ioiii:z in
tho jurisdictions ot Santiago and Guantana-iiio- .

In fact, tho Spaniards have neon-rjiicrc-

no territory that has been occupied
by the Cubans.

The revolution has sustained ltrclf during
Ihrce years in tho faco of Spanish reinforce-- t

ments amounting to over fifty thousand regI ulars, and notwithstanding tho fact that for
over eighteen mouths tho Cubans received
no aid whatever in tho shapo of anus or
ammunition from their friends abroad. Dur-In-

th's protracted warfare, the central and
rastern portions of tho island have been
devastated al.ko by tho Cubans and the
Spaniards. But the really wealthy agricul-
tural portion of Cuba lias been untouched ;

and yet we Cud that statistics of tho exports
of sugar from Havana and Matanzas show a
decreaso of forty per cent, compared with
the crop of 1870. All tho sugar produced In
the cane fields of Colon, Cardenan, Matanzas,
and the jurisdictions further west Is export-
ed cither at Havana cr Matanzas, and consti-
tutes In normal times over one-thir- d of tho
lugar crop of tho Island. Tho war has not
yet extended to them, and yet tho crop In

j them Is deficient by forty per cent. If to
these statistics bo added the decreaso of pro--

duction in the other sugar-producin- Juris
dictions of tho Island, in some of which, as
in Puerto Principe, Santa Cruz, IS'uevitas,
and Santiago, uo crop at all was produced in
1870, tho total diminution of this year's
sugar crop In Cuba, compared with that of
1870 which Bhowcd n decrease of twenty fivo
per cent, on that of 1800 must be over sixty
Icr cunt.

As Cuba produced In 1SC9 one-thir- of tho
sugar ol tho world, theso figures aro impor-
tant. Still moro Important, however, Is
likely to bo the result of tho coming winter
campaign. Forces which, against such fear-

ful odds, have managed to maintain their ex-

istence,I aro likely, when In receipt of ma
tor al aid, to Initiate an eflectlvo oflenslvo
warfare ; and as tho Cubans know that tho
plnews of war aro derived by tho Spaniards
from the colossal estates of tho western por-- t

on of the Island, tho torch will probably
be applied with unsparing hands.

Fitty years ago San Domingo produced
mnre sugar, moro coffee, moro tobacco than
Cuba. San Domingo is now a desert which
nobody wants, President Quant nlono ex-

cepted. If Cuba, as would appear to be in.
cv.table, bo reduced to a similar condition,
the policy of Hamilton Fisn will liave
mainly contributed to produce this result j

and history will record thu fact that wc al-

lowed beautiful neighboring island, teem-
ing with all tho products of the tropics, toI bo destroyed because, as an American people,
alio Cubans dared to aspiro to the birthright
of all Americans liberty.

"Taking tho course as markeil out on this

log," said Capt. Smith, "and making but
eighteen miles allowanco for tho current,
would Lavo wrecked the ship on Itoncador
reef beyond any doubt. I do not know
Dennis ; never saw him."

Copt. DENNIS testified that ho did allow-jus- t

o'ghtcen miles berth to tho reef. On
Ixlng questioned further, Capt. Smith said :

" Without making any moro allowanco for
current, this course would put him directly
on tlio reef."

Capt. Dennis's testimony was procured
for tlio Government and placed on file, and
so was Capt. Smith's, ilio above chart In-

cluded. What has becorao of thoso docu-

ments? Is It possiblo that tho First Comp-
troller of tho Treasury would foist a report
upon the public which ho knew to bo con-

trary to tho evidence In tho case? Or would
ho pretend to report upon such an Important
matter without examining tho evidence
which had been collected 1 He hns certainly
done one or tho other of theso two reprehen-
sible things.

It is also in evidence in this case, and the
evid nco was placed on file in the Treasury
Department, aud ought to have been within
tho knowledgo of Mr. Tati.oii ho
mado his report, that a man named MoNT-gomku- y

Gums took passage on tho
Gulden Itulu under tho assumed and
(also nrniio of M. D. GinnoNS; that
ho inquired repeatedly and stealthily at tho
elllco of tho Steamship Company whether
VitTOlt Smith, tho Government ngeut in
chnrgo of tho treasure, was going out
in tho Golden Ilulc, and finally followed
tho safe containing tho treasure on board
tho vessel; that n rough character named
Walkeu stole on board tho steamer
as sho was leaving New York ; that
Gums and Walkeu wcro Intimate on tho
voyage, and that ViCTOit Smith suspected
both, and would havo nothing to do with
cither of them j that Ginns told Capt. Den
.MS that the treasure was on board, and
talked with htm about it ; that Gin us almost
immediately gained such a remarkable as-

cendancy over Capt. Dennis that It was
talked about by tho officers and crew of the
Golden Itule, and by tho passengers also ;

tnai (.apt. liennis inmscii, although lie
never saw Guins until he camo on board the
Golden Itule, testified, " I thought as much
of Gums as I could of an own brother if I'd
had one. I'd lay down my lifo for amns."

It Is also in evidenco In this case, and tho
evidence was placed on file in tho Treasury
Department, and ought to havo been within
the knowledgo of Mr. Tatlou beforo ho
mado his rc)ort, that Capt. Dennis would
not allow any ono to go nenr tbc baggage
room where tho treasure safo could bo seen
not even VicTon Smith and ltUFUs Lkkiii-ton- ,

tho Government agents, nor Mr. Hall,
tho baggngo master ; that when Mr, Htrrtn-INOR- ,

a stockholder In tho Central American
Tranelt Company which owned the Golden
Itule, requested tho captnln, after the vcssfl
had struck, to let Mr. Hall go into tho bng-gsg-

room to get a llatk of brandy which Mr.
Hl'TCHINOS had deposited there, Capt. Den-

nis not only refused to let tho baggage
master go for the flask, but said : " I'll shoot
the first damned man that goes down there !"

Wo copy that declaration of Capt. Den-

nis from tho testimony of Hall, tho baggage
master, himself. Gf.oiige V. Slote, tlio
chief engineer, testifies that " no sea could
havo broken ojicn tho safe," and that " Game
and Capt. Dennis were on tho ship from the
time she struck until tho fourth or fifth day,
when they left for good." Eden & Co., the
wreckers who recovered tho safe, declare
that in their opinion " tht tafe ui broktn
open hi fore the urctk vat abandoned."

Victor Smith testifies that after a great
deal of persuasion ho got permission from
Capt. Dennis to go on board tho Golden
Itule tho second day after sho struck, with a
company of tight picked men, to try to
rescuo the safe; but beforo they got on
board tho permission was revoked, and ho
and his men were commanded to keep off tho
vessel. Several days afterward, after much
persuasion, tho captain consented that an-

other company of ten picked men might try
to recover tho safe, and Smith and Leigh-ton- ,

tho agents In charge ol it, offered five

thousand dollars for its recovery. Ilut be-

fore tho men could effect anything, they
were peremptorily ordered off by Capt.
Di.nnip, on tho alleged ground thnt It was
dangerous to remain on tho steamer. Tho
following night a violent wind lashed tho
tea Into fury, and when morning dawned
tho mystery of tho safo was swallowed up
in tho Cnr.bbean Sea.

Is It potslblo that Mr. Taylor made his
report without reading the testimony of
Cupt. Di.nnib , or of Fiiank U. Hall, tlio
baggagu master; or of J. M. ItuQEKH, tho put
si r ; or of Held, the second mate ; or of G no.
V. Klotis, tho chief engineer of tho Golden
Hulo j or that of Capt. Illir.M and Capt. Jeiuiv
Smith; or the letters and telegrams of Al-eo- n

Mann ; or the letters of Victoh Smith,
written on Itoncador reef while he wan trying
to revivor tho safo ; or tho letter of Kde.n &Co.,

tho wreiUcrH who did recover the tuft; or the
letter of M. H- Stone, a pafsongcr, to tlio
Inporto Herald ; or tho reports of tlio

who were employed to work up tlio
cubo ; or tho letters of Mr. Ciieeeeman, thu
Assistant Treasurer at San Francisco, and
Mr. TonitEV, who visited Mr, Ciieesuian
at his ollioo and heard his statements as to
Victoh Smith's declarations and opinions
about this wholo matter? If Mr. Tayi.oii
did road all this testimony beforo ho mado
Up report, It U strongo that it did not oxclto
any suspicion In hie mind u to why Ot tho

tnoney. Mr. Tati.oii's declaration that no-

body fs suspected of foul play will b apt to
lead the public to suspect Mr. Tati.oh
lilmrclf.

It Is admitted by Mr. Tati.uk that thrco
7.30 notes, of fivo hundred dollars each, wero
missing from a pack-
age payablo to David Hays of San Fran-
cisco, which packago was in a bundle with
twenty-si- other packages of a similar kind
which was recovered by tho wreckers under
tho supervision of Victoh Smith. Howdld
those three notes get out of that package ?

They could not havo been washed out by tho
surf. Any human being who over eaw a
packago of Treasury notes done up in wrap-
pers for transmission knows that thrco of
thoso notes could not havo boon taken from
that packago found in tho surf at Itoncador
reef except by human agency. They had to
bo pulled out. And thoso thrco notes hav-in- g

been pulled out, it was found that that
bundle contained unncgotiablo paper, which
would lio useless in tho hands of tho rob-

bers, and so It was thrown into tho hold.
That It was thrown into tho hold Is proved
by tho fact that it smelt strongly of bilgo
water when It was fished from tho surf. It
had bocomo so saturated with bllgo water
that two weeks' soaking and washing In tho
Caribbean Sen could not cradlcato tho smell
of that damaging fact. Mr. Tayloh will
find this Information In Victoh Smith's let-

ter to the Hon. lluan McCulloch, dated at
Itoncador reef, July 5, 1803.

The letter of Instructions to Victoh SMlTn,
dated " Treasury Department, May 18, 1803,"
t.lls him he has been appointed "a special
agent cf this Department to proceed with K.
Leiotiton to San Francisco In charge of an
iron safo containing (1,000,000 In Treasury
notes, ?1C1,830 three-yea- r 7 310 Treasury
notes, also coupon bonds for J300 amount-
ing In all to $1,102,130."

Wo call attention to tho fact that the ono
million dollars Is hero officially declared to
bo " Treasury notes," and not compound-interes- t

notes, as Mr. T.VTLon calls them In ono
portion of his report, In contradiction to his
statement In another portion of it.

Mr. Tayloh says there was no record of
the numbers or of tho denominations of
these lost notes kept at tho Treasury Depart-
ment. Is that tho way in which such vast
sums aro sent over seas and across continents
by thnt Department ? We aro Informed that
It is not. Why, then, was that money thus
sent off? It is believed by thoso who havo
investigated this matter that tho money was
thus purposely sent off In order that it could
not bo traced, the robbery having been pre-

determined and concocted by parc in thu
Treasury Department Itself.

If Mr. Tayi.01! will overhaul the evidenco
In this case which has been placed on file in
his Department, wo think ho will find some-
thing which will cast suspicion on parties
who aro well known to tho Government.
There is an abundauco of such testimony still
In reserve.

sued, in which several were killed on each aide

officers aud soldiers, and had them shot on the
spot, at tho door of tho jail.
