THE MILITARY FIRING INTO AN IN-
DIGNANT MULTITUDE,
- -
The Bangulnary Scenes that Followed the
Attemrpt to Liynch the Monster Howard
eunrage—The Details

, Jan, 8. —-lhm city hina been a scene
of wild ueluu-nl since yoslerday moraing. A
summary of events may bs given sa follows ; Un
Baturday Iast & little girl named Ochs, sged ten
yoars, was frightfally injured in the subures of the
city by & negro named Howard, who, It Is belleved,
intended o murder her. After eseaping from ihe
pegro, the girl made her way to the town of Brigh
ton, where her story excited great indigoation. A
search was made for Howard, and be was arresied
on Monday morning. Wholle the ofcers were taking
Lim to the jail @ crowd ansembled, and » determins
Wion to lynch him was expressad. The officers,
howaver, by showling their revolvars, succeeded in
geting their prisoner to juil and locking him up

Yesterday & mob, numbering several hundred
persons, went to the jail and attewpted to forcs an
entrance o order to take oot Howard [for the por
pose of Iynehiug him, The Sheri and his ist
sots resisted the mob, for some Vme sac fally,
ustil the arrival of the polics.  With this reinforee.
ment *he oMeers charged on the crowd and driwe
it back from the jail, The excitement seeme! to
increase throughout tie city, and Enots of angry
rmen and women were in the vicimity of the jail »l
lay

TAD MILITARY CALLRD OOT

The military wero fAuslly summoned, and on their
artival were so placed as Lo resisl an stiack from
any point. As evening approsched crowds again
assembled in she vicipity of the jail, hootlng anl
yelling, snd threatening to atiack the police and
military, All efforts to indoce them to retire and
lot the law taks tts conrse were unavailing. The
mob thirsted for the blood of the negro, and seemed
determived to have It, Aboul ¥ o'cloek sugry
#nd excited wob gathered in Exchange street, near
Court, Several companies of militia were guardiak
Court atreat, which leads to the jail. Opprobrious
epithets were applied to the soldisrs by the crowd,
and some stones and otber missiles were throwa al
them,

4 SUDDEN YOLLET.

Suddenly the milltary fired a volley into the
crowd in BExchange streel, and then prepared o
charge bayonets. This movement caused the dis
eharge of more of the weapons, aad the mob pre
cipiiately fell back

1t was then ascertained thint Johu Eiter ani Henry
Merlow were killed, and one man and & bov serionsly
wounded. Eiter was anighly respectable German
citizen, who, 14 19 ssserted, t00& uo part in the de
moupstration made by the moh. His boly was con-
veyed to his home, accompanied & portion ol the
listance by a large crowd, which gave vent Lo angry
denunciations of the militia. Merlow wys & rail-
road employee, and was on his way home at the
time He is believed Lo have been inrocent of any
participation in the riotous demoonstrations. The
wouunded man and the boy are pot believel Lo be
(atally Injured

It hias boen the scens of many Heres
quarrels and bloody asaaults, and around the place
there clings the horrorof sudden and violent da
Heveral years ago a man hanged himsolf thers,
a faw moniha ago ove of the wretched inmasis, siek
of her dreadful life, procared poison, anl zoine W
e Catholle comotery, not far away, swallowed the
deadly draught and lay down to die. Even so lalely
as lat fall & wrecked man, alter & whirl of nighis
spent in debasing sin, went out from ths place Lo
the woods near by and endsd his miserible exis-
tanca And now, Vo erown tiue resard aof wrotchad-
