Occupying apartments
tu tho samo house, 57 Mulberry street, was Ml-p-

Itns.i, also nn Italian, who speaks no Eng-
lish. Ho Is a better looking man than l'atrllla,
apparently twenty-fou- r or five years old, stands
sotno flvo feet seven, and Is of a dark com-
plexion. Ho has sparkling black eyes, sur-

mounted by heavy black eyebrows. Ills hair Is
very thick and very black.

It appears that Mrs. l'atrllla, who la nut beau-

tiful, and Miguel Itosa havo been of lata on
Intlmato terms. No disturbance, however, has
hitherto resulted from this intimacy, l'atrllla
cither did not notice the growing liking of his
spouso for Itosa, or ho preferred to let events
tako their courso for a time. YcKtcrday being a
holiday, both men wcro Idle.

At 1 o'clock yesterday Mrs. ratrllln and Itosa
were standing In tho yard near tho door talking
apparently in tho most nmlablo manner, l'atrll-
la descended tho stairs Into tho yard. Ho ap-

proached his wife and Itosa, and nt onco bepan
to talk in an excited manner, gesticulating wild-
ly. What was raid Is not known, but tho con-
versation ended by l'atrllla relzlug llos.i by
the throat. A struggle followed In which both
men fought llko tigers, whllo Mrs. l'atrllla
looked ou. Tnlco 1'nlrlll.i threw Itosa, and
twice ho regained his feet and renewed tho
striiL'ple. Tlit-- went fmm one side of the yard
to the other, each striilnp for mastery, ltatrllla
Is the lurptT man, and Itosa stood but a poor
chance (ur victory.

Puddenly Itosa drew from a pocket n lirgo

Italian dirk, a most villainous looking weapon,
with a heavy bone hilt rudely carved. Tho blado
is six inches long, and nbout an Inch wide nt tho
hilt. It Is sharp ou one sldo only, nnd by raising
a spring can lie made to shut like a razor. Tho
blade nnd hilt measure foot.
