Nathan escaped fnuu his master and Joined
the Union aimy. Ho fought bravely until
tho close of the war, at which time he
inadu his way to this city In M'.'i. Finding It dif-
ficult to olit lln empl'i) tnent he shipped a stew-
ard on a clipper snip plying between this poit
and Liverpool. In the early part of lht;o he

acquainted Willi Agnes Norman, a colored
woman. llWng In Leonard street. Agnes whs
much tho senior of Nathan und tho mother
of two children.
