Toreka, Feb, 2L.—<The Bribery Investi-
gating Conunittes reported to the House to-
day. The report says, regarding the Senatorial
election of 1867, that much money was used by
'omeroy, Carney, and Perry Fuller, but the com=
mittee had not the time to make a thorough in-
vestigation.

Regarding the election of last winter, the coms-
mittee reports & mass of evidence showing bri-
bery and corruption on the part of both Senator
Caldwell and ex-Congressman Clarke. The
proof is positive that Caldwell sald his election
cost him over 60000, and that he pald of this
over ten per cent, to ex-Gov, Carney; that he
several times offered to refund to Clarke ull his
expenses Il he (Clarke) would withdraw from
the contest

The rejort also savs that Alexander Caldwell
used bribery and other corrupt and criminal
}lrurth‘nn by himself and his friends, with his

ull knowledge and consent, to secure his elec=
tion to the United States Benate.  There waa
