i MUETING OF 2,500 CARPENTERS
IN MASONIU HALL,

Thr Progress of the Movemen! Vesterday -

The 2,600 striking corpenters continued
their meeting in Masonle Hall all day yesterday
and Inst ovening. During the day the men were
ool and detarmined, and conducted themselves
with the utomst decornm. The evening session
waa a atormy one, for whish lguwor must be re=
aponsible, but happily resulted in nothing worse
than loud talk., The use of force was emphati-
cally dencunced at the outset, and the resolu-
tlon s evidently being carried out with all
slncerity,

THE DOSS CARPENTERR RURRENDERING,

The men chim that elght hours as a day's
labor is prescribed by law, and maintain that
full compensation should be rendered theeefor.
In the great majority of cases the bhoss carpens
tera have concoded the Justice of this demand,
and have given their men the terma. Mearly o
hundred new firms which had “knocked ln" to
the Unlon were reported yesterday, making two
hundred and forty in all. Another evidence of
