years. In appearance ho was remarkable, stand-
ing six foot four Inches high, and weighing near-
ly four hundred pounds. Ho hail a light com-
plexion, large gray eyes, nnd his full, round face
was Indicative of the kind disposition he evor
exhibited. Not alt ounce of superfluous fat en-
cumbered his huge frame, but mtiscloand slnow
tnndo up tho slro of his Immonse bod v. Tho
limit to his strength and enduranco was beyond
calculation, and no man on aii.fhoard was inoro
agile In the rigging than Cady. Do was never
guilty uf a breach of discipline uttloss Intoxi-
cated, nnd then he always escaped with a slight
punishment, for he was n favnrlto among tho
oftlcers, who appreciated his good qualities and
wero glad to oterlonk his occasional sprees.

Cady had a good education, and his natural
tosto was displayed during leisure hours in tho
perusal of books and newspapers. Ho treated
Ids comrades with the gentle tenderness of a
woman, and was beloved by them all. No bet-
ter seaman ever donned tho blue, and n truer-heart-

man never existed. Hut rum was his
bane, and under Its Influence he became anot her
being. At such times one might coax but could
not drive hlni. Two Incldonts of his life will
sorve as Illustrations.

In 13l9Cady was first fireman on the Wabash,

tho flagship of Admiral Dupont's Mediterranean
squadron. Gne day he was ordered In Irons for
being drunk and disorderly, and a Die of marl lies
were detailed to execute tho order; but before
It was effected eleven of the marlnos wero dis-
abled, some having arms, legs, and ribs broken.

Consider tho suffering endured by tha
cloven marines you beat so terribly when they
wero simply performing n duty. Vou bitterly
regretted It as soon as you became- sober. Do

Cady replied, " Vou talk llku u man. I'll go to
h If vousayso!"
