The Case of Judge Barnard.

On the 1st of May last the Judiciary
Committes of the Assembly reported in
the case of Judge Georar (i, BanNann,
recommending that he should be placed
on trinl before the Court of Impeach-
ment “for maladministration and cor-
rupt conduet in ofMice.” To this recom-
mendation the majority of the committee
added the following :

“We deem It Just to etate that by the term
‘eorrupt’ In the above resolution we du not
mean pecuulary corraptivu,

That is to say, they do not mean corrup-
tion at all, s'oce there can be no corrup-
tion that is not pecuniary in its nature, A
Judge may be influenced by friendship or
by ambition go as to becomne partial, and he
may be led into injustice thereby; but he
caunot be provounced corrupt for venali-
ty. Thus the prosecutors of Judge Ban-
NARD sdmit that bis admivistration of his
oflice has been free from corruption,

The trial of Judge Banxarp is about to
take place, and it i8 certainly not too
much to require that it should be a per-
fectly fair and impartial trial, and that jus-
tice and not injustice should be done to
him as to every other accused man. If he
is proved gullty, let him be punished; if he
is innocent, let him be acquitted, But
whatever be the conclusion, let there be
no injustice, no bias, no swerving from
truth and fairness in the proceedings
against bim.  Otherwise his trial may
prove a source of greater evils and wis-
chiefs than his most embittercd cucmics
bhave alleged against bim,

For our own part we are entirely inde-
pendent in the matter, and all that we
stand for is justice. Judee BAnNARD 18 nc-
cused and arralgned, and the real facts in
his case are about to be established through
the solemn forws of alegzal investigation
by the highest tribunal known to the laws
of this State. In such a situation it cer-
tainly scems to us o duty not to prejudge
the case, and not to attempt in advauce of
the testimony to try Judge DARNARD be-
fure the public in general and to condemn
him without a hearing, It is not honorn-
ble to strike o man when his bands are
bound, as those of Judge Bausanp now
are, Neverthieless, the Ncw York Times
continues to strike him ostentatiously and
conspicuously, and accordingly we de-
nounce that journal aod its couduct as in-
famous,

Judge MeCrss has just been tried by a
lurge portion of the court which is
to try Juldze Daavanp, In the case of
MOCUNN this court was guilty of injustice,
of forcing the luw, and of mlwitting testi-
mony which could not be entertained by
any Impartial tribunal, aud that could not
bear the test of fulr judiclal scrutiny, The
result of this trial bas made it especially
necessary thut those who believe in justice
und who rvegard it us of the highest mo-
ment that the lmpeachment of a Judge
shioudd not be so conducted us to make him
O martyr iu the event of his condemnan-
tion, should now raise thelir voices and do-
mand clear, rigorous, passionless justice in
the wore wonportant trial that is about to

For weeks past the anniversary of the
Rattle of the Boyne has been a ll!hj(u'l of popu-
lar discussion. Not a few predicted that the
scenes of the previous 12th of July would be re-
enacted. The fact that the laboring classes who
were engaged In the great strike had been led
to distrust the police had given color to the sup=
position that, If only to retaliate upon the polics
for their Interference with them during those
dayaof excltement,' he workingmen would swoop
down upon them and ereate a formidable riot,
The majority of the public, howaver, had confl=
denece in the police and were not alwrmed. Te
was thought strange by many that the Orange-
men should Insist on parading, therefore neces-
sitating the calling out of the entire police
force and keeping a division of the National
Guard under arms to quell a possible riot, Tt
was averywhore acknowlodged that they had a
rlght to parade with the orange and purple ban-
ners, and decked out in the regalla of thelr
order. Not even the Ribbonmen objected to
that, bhut the airs of * Cropples Lie Down " and
the * Battle of the Boyne' they could not brouk.
