I hasten to
comply with my promise to furnish you a full
account of our trip. Wo fairly started on tho
Fnnnlo on tho night of tho Mh Inst. Our depar-
ture begins nt a point In tho Atlantic !55 miles
duo east of Ilatncgat. At that time the schooner
which took us out to tho Funnlo loft us to re-

turn to Now York.
On tho third day out, ot about 9 V. JL, a pistol

shut was heard, apparently from ono of tho
state-room- s aft. Thcro Is a hotiso on deck on
tho Fannie, and a gangway all round It Insido
tho bulwarks. Bonio of tho engineer's watch
were sitting, at the time of the shot, forward of
this gangway, and wont Into tho saloon to learn
Its cause.

COI. UTAH WALKED OUT
ot his stateroom, which was on tho lower side of
the ship and opened Into tho saloon, and stated
that ho hud fired that shot, that ho had been
lying on his bunk asleep, when somo ono had
stabbed him with a dirk Knlfo through tho win-

dow. In confirmation uf this statomont ho
showed a Btnall scratch oil his abdomen, a vest
out uf which a piece had been cut, and several
silts In his shirt.

Tho Fannlo Is
not fast, anyhow, but as sho had taken aboard
ull hard cool (except somo fifty tons of soft,
w hleh w ero undernenth everything), she steamed
slower than her fair average.

We made land first on the Friday evening, but
ton late to select a landing spot, or oven for our
guide to mako nut his exact position, so wo
put out again to sea, outaldo tho track of the
gunboats which never venture far from land.
