The spirit of the (Irant Administration appears
In this, (irant was liillueiieed by the Incessant
and foolish flatterers about I1I111 to regard him-
self as tlio sailor of the nation, and he wanted a
great deal of money for his services. Ills chief
of staff apoke for mm about tho vast fortunes
he had saved; and )et If he accepted things
"after he was rreridctit," lie would be accused
as the willing recipient of gifts. This was a
broad hint that before he cmld consent to be-
come President he must have umre money Tho
example of Knglanit was Ited. hvldently It
was regarded as Intensely mean that our rich
men I. ad imt poired their ui tlth utOraut's feet,
and made a millionaire of bun.
