feaponse to repeated calls, SBenator Bumner ap-
poared nt the door of his residence and was
greoted with great applause. Dr. Augusta in-
produced him as America’'s greatest statesman,
and the lifelong and firm friend of the African

oo, Senator Sumner then spoke as follows :
Friends and fellow-citizens—1 am touched by

this voluntary expression of friendship, and beg

to thank you from my heart, In seeing you on
this oceasion, I think of you only as personal
friends, among whom 1 have lived more than
twenty yoars, During th's consideralle period
changes have occurred of incaleulable fimpore
tance to the country, but vn‘;l'rlally tothe «
ored people. When 1 entered u 1 my publie
duties here slavery was in the ascendant, giving
the law to all the usages of Life. The colored
man, though not a siave, was degraded ; he
was not allowed to  testify in court; he
was shiut out from the public schools; he waa
excluded from the pulilic conveyances, and
thrust away from the ballot-box. HBut here in

the national capital all these terrible wrongs
have wed. The court-room, the school-house,
the horse car, the ballot-box, are all n-rl-n. never
Lo be closcd. Revolutions do not go backward,
therefo 1 lrmi rest secure in what Las boen
wun (ff this be sure, siavery will never
be revived, nor will you be  restrained
or lmited In any of these rights you
now enjoy, [ Applause and three cheers for
Bumner.]
