PROWNED IN THE SURF.

On August 23, after an absence of nearly six
days, returned to Nassau, and found tha® five
boata had reached land and that thelr passen-

or+ wers at Nassau. The second boat which
anded, unl‘urmnn:el{. capalzed in the surf, and
nine persons were drowned from her. Their
names are unknown, excepting Mrs. Branner
and three of her children, Thelr hodles were
recovered and buried by the authorities of
Eleuthera Island.

‘There is atill one hoat missing, but as she was
one of the best of our life boats, only mod-
erately loaded and fully provisioned and wa-
tered, 1 strongly hope she Las been picked up by
u passing vessel, and her crew saved.

The orlgin of the fire 1 am unable to glve cer
tainly, but 1 think It broke out on the between
decks over the bollers, and possibly among the
cargo stowed there. It was not in the fore hold.
where it was supposed to be first,

Pruring the fire, and all the time while on board
of the ship, the oMeers and crew behaved very
well, performing thelr duties In a guiet and cool
manner, there being only aslight unsteadiness
and disposition to rush for the boats shown by
the fremen and coal passers when | commenced
to dlsembark the passengers, This was readily
quelled, and all after this proceeded Inaconl
and quiet manner.

When the starboard quarter boat shoved
off from the shlp under charze of Mr, Baffey, a
passenger, It contalned thirty-four persons
Tlien there were but two boats, the port quar-
ter-boat and a capsized boat, left for those on
board.

This boat was therefore sent with a
number of persons to be dis*ributed among the
other boats, To the starboard quarter-boat,
Mr. Bakey's, she took three men. lllu- boat was
already deeply loaded, and thls addition In
stantly swamped her, and all wore Jeft strug-
gling [0 the water.

The Chief Judge Declaring the Moral Evi-
dence too Woenk te Justify Bindiog the
Frisoner Over to Anawer,

CARLISLE, I'n,, Bept, 6.~-The testimony
of Profs, Geuth of Philadelphia, Wormley of
Ohlo, and Himes of Dickinson College was
glven to-day for Dr. S8choeppe, and was very
strong Iin his favor. At ten minutes of five this
afternoon the defence clused, and the prosecus
tlon made no further offer. Dr. Schoeppe ro-
celved the announcement very calmly,

The Hon, 8amuel Hepburn next aross and an-
nounced to the Court that counsel for the de-
fence were willing to submit the case at once to
the Jury with the usual charge from the Chief
Justice.

After a brisf consultation between counsel for
the prosecution, Mr. C, E. McLaughlin stated to
the Court that they relled upon the positive evie
dence of death from polson as well as the moral
clreumstances of the case, He then explained
his connection with the case, saying that he had
taken part in the present trial at the instance of
the present Stato Attorney, and that he had ro-
celved no promise and entertained no hope of
any reward. In fact, he he had In former trials
expended hundreds of dollurs from his private
}nune In what he believed to be the stern per-

ormance of an official duty,

The counsel for the pr'.oner then took ocon-
slon to state that they haw or vears given thelr
services without charge and without expecta-
tlon of pecuniary reward, that they might save
the life of an Innocent man.

The Chief Judge hiere remarked that he had
considered the moral evidence so feebile that on
the hearing for binding over to answer the
charge he could not see how he could have done
a0, further remarking that he believed that it
was God's providence which alone had saved
the Court and former jury from committing a
great wrong, He.considered it remarkable that

though the relatives of Miss Stennecke

ANOTHER GRFAT OIL FIRE.

Twe Explosions In Sixtyesixth Sireet-Two
Men Boarned-Railrond Travel and the
Telegraph Interrupted,

At 12:15 yesterday morning a tank filled
with petroleum In Lombard, Ayers & Co.'s refin-
Ing works, foot of West Rixty-sixth street, ex-
ploded, utterly demolishing a small building
near by, In which was the watchman, James
Bannon. Bannon was severely burned about the
face, neck, and breast,

The flames communicated with the agitator, a
large elrcular tank of corrugated iron, holding
E2L.600 gallons of petroleum. The oll in this tank
hurned steadily until 525 A, M., and it was
thought the tHames could be confined to this
section, but then another explosion took place
more severe than the previous one. ngine
No. 21 was standing close to the tank, and the
men had barely time to eac Jucob Stilger
was severely hurt by the giving way of the foun-
dation of the agitator.
