GeNeva, Sept. 14.<The Court of Arbi-
tration met at half past 12 o'clock this after-
noon, delay In the arrival of 8ir Alexander Cock-
burn and Lord Tenterden having prevented its
assembling at 12 o'clock, the usual hour. The
five arbitrators, the agents of tho respective
Governments, several of the counsel, twelve
Iadies, and ten Journalists were present. Count
Sclopls, the FPresident of the Court, read the
argumenta of the arbitrators concurring in the
declgion of the tribunal, and announced that
the sum awarded to the United States was
$15,500,000 gold. He was applauded when he
concluded, Sir Alexander Cockburn refused to
slgn the d m of the tribunal, and repudiates
the award, except in the case of the Alabama.
He s now preparing an elaborate and exhaust.
Ive opinion on the subject of the claims, where-
In he differs esscntially from the Judgment pros
nounced by the board. After the adjournment
of the court twenty-two guns were fired in

THE HESULT OFFICTALLY TELEGRATARD TO TAE
BTATE DEFAHTMENT,

WasmivaToN, Sept, 14.- A telegram received
At the State Department to-day from Mr. ). C.
Bancroft Davis, sgent of the United States, sava
that the text of the award of the arbltrators et
Lieneva has been publicly announced there, The
United States recelve the gross sum of $15,500,000
for losses sustained by the acts of the Alabama,
of the Florida, and of the Shenandoah after
leaving Melbourne. It will be recollected that
by the terms of the treaty the award is payabla
in gold at Washington within one year from the
date of the ttlement. The award was signed
in duplicate to-day and handed to the agent of
each Government, The total smount 18 to he
paid In coin Into the Treasury of the United
States for distribution to the clalmants by this
Government, It will be noticed that advices to
the varlous foreign representatives liere colae
within half a million of the amount actually
awarded.

ANNOUNCEMENT OF THR AWARD IN LONDON,

Loxpon, Bept. 14, . M.—The oMcial award of
the Geneva Conference Is officially announced
here to-day under the signature of the Geneva
Conference at $15,50.000 in gold. The decision
of the Court is -Hmed by all the arbitrators ex-
cept Sir Alexander Cockburn, who will give a
separate jJudgment, agreeing with his colleagues
only in relation to the Alabama, the award in
which case constitutes the greater portion of
the total n. Damages were granted In the
case of the Florida by a vote of four against one,
and In the case of the Bhenandoah by three
agalnst two, All other cases presented by the
American Government were dismuissed by the
Court.

They then began pounding and kicking at the
door, which was finally forced open. Thereupon
Perkins fired wpon the Intruders, the ball taking

Yesterdny morning, at the Tombs Police
Court, Matt Morgan, whose cartoons In Frank
Leslie's Niustrated Newspaper have gained him
wide celebrity, was accused of burglary and at-
tempt to murder under the following remark-

! able circumstances, as relatad to a SUN reporter

by Mr. Morgan himself: When Niblo's Theatre

was burned down, Matt Morgan offered
to paint a scene for the new theatre.
He has been engaged In this work for

some time. On Baturday night, at 8:45, Mr, Mor-
gan went to call on two friends, Megars, Weston
and Laren, whose asslstance In the scane paint-
Ing he desired, and whose rooms are at 77 Nassau
street. When he arrived at the building, Mr.
Morgan found the doors closed, Two gentlemen
Inthe adjoining bullding advised him to go to the
back entrance, and thither hs weont forthwith.
On the doorstep he found two children seated.
One of them had the key of the back door in
charge. Mr. Morgan asked the children how he
could get to room 38, One of the children there-
upon opened the door and poloted up stalrs.
WIAT 1B SAW ON THE STALRS

After Mr, Morgaa had ascended two flighta - the
stalrs rup In s stralght line from the entrance
he found it too dark to distinguish the numbers,
and thinking thut there might e sone
about who could polnt out the room, he called
out, * Is there nnybody up stales #**

In recelving no reply, Mr. Morgan called down
to the children at the foot of the stairs and
asked them to show him the room. At this mo-
ment, an Irish woman came from aroom on the
landing where Mr. Morgan was standing, and
sald, * What do you want?' Mr. Morgan an-
swered that he wished tofind Mr. Laren who
occtupled room 88 Bhe replied that he was
not there, and that there was no one in the
bullding

Mr. Morgan sald that he had very particular
husineas with Mr. Laren, and would be obliged
If ehe would point out the door of room 35, so
that he might put a card underneath it. The
woman refused to do this In an impertinent
way. Mr. Morgan then sald, * Will you place an
enselope under the door for me ¢

COLLARED BY A WILD IRISAMAN,

The woman thereupon began to edge up to
Mr. Morgan, apparently with the intention of
pushing him down the stairs, Mr. Morgan re-
slsted, and sald that he wanted to leave a card
and be certain that Mr, Laren would get it.

At this Juncture the husband of the woman
rdshed out of the room in his pantaloons and
shirt. Mr. Morgan savs that he had every ap-
vearance of being drunk, He danced wildly
argund, aud flnally s=lzed Mr, Morgan by the
lar and tried to throw him down the stairs.

The Sanguinary End of =
Marringe.

In 1808, Yohn Sheppard persuaded Cath-
arine Moor, a young girl of respectalile parent-
age, and moving In good soclety In Nyack, to
¢lope. They were marricd and lived happily
for some time. The father, shortly after the
marriage, laarned that Sheppard was married to
another woman In Long Tsland. Enraged at the
supposed villalny of the son-In-law, whom he
had always opposed, he had John tried on a
charge of blgamy. Ha was acquitted, however,
the first marriage belng declared null. Catha-
rine returned to live with her husband, and for a
time all went merrily.

Dut John was deeply Imbued with the ambl-
tion which made his namesake so famous in
times long past. He began to be cruelto his
wife, and beat and abused her. He engaged In
robherles on the highway, and burglaries, and
made hla home the rendezvous of thieves and
murderers. Finelly Catharine could bear his
treatment no longer, and took refuge In her
father's house,

wheppard followed her, and by protestations

Clandestine

and entreatles persuadoed her to return. She
seems to have loved Lim, notwithetanding hila
persecutions, and at length, moved by his
earnest  entreatles and  promises  of  re-
form, she once more returned to his
ouse and strove to fulfll her duty as a
faithful wife, DBut the husband's promises

proved but straws, and were soon broken, Agaln
Catharine left him to the companionship of Lis
own vices, and took up her abode in her father's
house, determined never again to leave It. 5o
had lived with her husband just two weeks.
After the separation Bheppard became a pro-
fessed outlaw, His exploits on the road were
numerous, and usually resulted In the capture

of large sums.  His last attempt at robbery,
however, proved unsuccessful; he was recog-
nized, and the police were put upon his trail,
I'he following I8 a brief record of the traus-
action.

A NOBRERY ON THE AIGHWAY FRUSTRATED.

In May last Charles Sears, clerk of a large man-
ufacturing firm In this city, was sent to Nyaock
to pay off the hands employed In the factory,
He had $235,000 in bank notes. He took the train
in Jersey City, and when it stopped at Tappen-
town he left the cars and “il]h"ls about the plat-
form for some time. He pasgsed to the rear of
the depot before the traln started, and was
there seized vy two men. One of them held h'm
by the throat, almost strangling him with the
powerful grip, and the other made a desperate
attempt to get at the bank notes, which were In
an inglde bresst pocket, Before this object was
accomplished, however, a brakesman happened
to pass to the rear of the depot.  He saw the
struggle and shouted for help. In a moment
some forty or fifty porsons were on the spot,
Fhe highwaymen. seeing that the game was up,
drew thelr revolvers and walked quletly through
the crowd, no one attempting to capture them,
meveral on the platform recoguized Julin Shep-

rard.
For this bold experiment Sheppard has been
wanted by the police of Nyack for some time,
nnd his wife, lnlm{ In gulet at her father's

use, thought herself tulerably secure from

Liis visits, After the sttempied robbery he dis-
appeared. Search was made for him, Lut with-
vut success, and the police had given up all

hopes of capturing blm, whoo n Thuisday
night last he suddenly reavpearad and put the
finishing touch toa lfe of crime by the enact-
ment of & tragedy which has struck the good
e of Nyack with terror

On Thursday afternoon a farmer of Nyack
who knew Sheppard met him on the Sulferns
turnpihe. He was going in the direction of the
Engllsh Settlement, and the farmer hastened on
to Nyack and Informed the authorities. Mr
Moor, Uatharine's father, was in the village at

the time, He surmiscd that Sheppard would
visit his Lo and feared that he might do
some harm to his d er. He sprung into his
