Is Greeley Stoek Declining

Itis fit an L approprinte that a party of
false pretences, like the Graxt party,
should conduct its political enmpnigns on
the same prinelples which charncterize its
administration of publio affaire.  Aftoe
having succceded in demoralizing the civil
service to n degree which was never ex-
ceeded in the rottonest dayve of Louvis
Veruved's defunct empire, they have the
assurnnce to present themselves to the
public as champions of civil service re-
form; and while they are earrying pro-
geription for political eauses to an extent
hitherto unknown in this country, they go
through the farce of publishing a code of
rules for regulating appointments which
in practice is entirely disregarded. Claim-
ing special credit for their management of
the national inancos, the statistics of their
own officials show that the utmost confu-
rlon exists in the accounts of the Treasury
Department ; that the publie debt is being
reduced at a less rapid rate than under
Jouxsox; and that the extravagance of
the Admiunistration in its expenditures for
the ordinary operntions of Government
has never been npproached daring the ex-
istence of the Republie : while defaleationg
and seandalous jobs, in which prominent
members of the Administration are impli.
ented, have becoe so common as scarcely
to excite romark.

Such adepts at misrepresentation ns the
unserupulons leaders of the Grasr party
are not likely to omit any oceasion of de-
ceiving their tollowers where an object is
to be gained therehy, and it is not strange,
therefore, to see them claiming an unin-
terrupted sevies of defeats at the polls ns
a sucocssion of Administration victories,
And there is no doubt that the great mass
of the supporters of GRANT who derive
their political information from the party
orgaus actually believe that the Liberal
movement is in astate of decline, and that
the result of the receat State elections is
Rl sssurance of an easy trinmph for their
candidates,  Whea the facts are examined,
however, in the light of common sense, un-
binsed by party prejudice, a very different
conclusion is the result.

in Septembeoer, 1808,

In Maine the result in proportion to the
vote cast was siinilar to that in Vermont,
Fhie contest was one of unususl animation ;

£.000 in the majority for Governor come
pared with the State election of 1868, and

Is there No Protection tor Emigrants ¢
From the report of the committee to
which was delognted the duty of luy
gating the alleged outrages on the emi-
Erant ship Charcles H, Marshall, it appears
that this ship, commanded by o captain of
the same name, sailed from Liverpool July
9 andd arrived in New York Aug. 8. The
eaptain died on the fourtecnth day after
, andd the st oflicer assumed com-
mund, The erew appear to have heen de-
inorulized by the denth of the captain, and
attempted to mutiny, Not suceveding,
they commenced a porsecndion of a portion
of the passengers, Paolish Jews, who, not
being conversant with the Eoglish lon-

Diamonds.

The San Francisco dinmond fever lins
somewhat subsided, The result of the
reported discoverics has been to unsettle
the market for gems, without, however,
effecting a decline in their value,

Owing to a decrease in the yield from the
Brazilian fields, and the fact that the Asiatio
mines ure nearly exhnusted, the value
of colorless diamonds has increased about
two hundred per cent, within the last
twenty-five years, The African discov-
eries hnve lind but little »Tect on prices in
this conntry. Most of the dinmonds foaund
thire are of an objectionable yellowish
huey, and while they =ell very well in
orope and Asla there is very little de-
maud for them here, Yellow diamonds
have decreased in value £ty per cent. with-
in the past twelve months, An ascertained
diamond discovery in Arizona or any other
part of the continent would scrve mate-
riadly to lessen the cost of wenring gems,
The few diamonds which have been found
in the United States are of good quality,
and some of them very fine—far superior
to the yellow dinmonds of Afriea. 1t is
probable, therefore, that if an extensive
field is opened here the gquality of the
stones will be fully equal to those of Asia
and Brazil.

The total value of all the known din-
monds in the world has been estimated by
o leading jeweller at one thousand millions
of dollrs,  The United States has ten mil-
lon dollars’ worth, half of which are in
the city of New York., Dinmonds are not
so much worn here ns they would be were
there no tari on them: bat it s cortain
that no article can Letter afford to con-
tribute to the revenue. Many of the gems
which now fiash on the shirt fronts of our
politicians have previously added bril-
lianey to the beauty of Europe's noblest
diames, Since nobility is at a discount,
and wealth. with accompanying intluence,
is ab=ortusl by the mercantile classes, the
titled gentry are drawing on their din-
monds as o bank of reserve, Toe yield
from this quarter is stitl gquite large,

We are convinesd that great discoverios
of dinmonds  have been made in the
Westorn Territories, and there can be

dontt  that ruliea are
some districts, and in

Wasnminaron, S8ept, 10,.—~Tho Washington
correspondent of the New York Times, under
date of Sept. 18, telegraphs to that paper the
following quasi denlal from Gen, James A Gar-
fleld of any connection with the Credit Mobiller
frand :

Gen., Garfleld, who haa Just arrived here from

When the l'“llll-lltlf was first formed
George Francis Traln, then active in it. came to
Washington and exhibited a list of subscribers
of leading capitalista and some members of
Congress to the stork of the company. The
subacription was described as a popular one of
#1000 each. Train urged Gen. Garfield to sube-
feribe on two occaslons, and each dme he de-
clined. RBubsequently he was again informed
that the list waa nearly completed, but that a
chance remained for him to subscribe, when he
again declined, and to this day has not sub-
ecrfhed or recelved any share, stock, or bond of
the company.

I have the higheast regard for Gen. Garfleld as
A truthful and consclentious man, and I am
loth to believe that he authorized the corre-
spondent of the T¥mes to make any such sweesp-
Ing assertions as those contained in this de-
epatch, He may have sald, and truthfully too,
that he never subscribed for a single share of
Credit Mobilier stock ; but [ eannot belleve that
he would so far hazard his reputation for truth
and veracity es to solemnly declare that hLe
never reccived or sawm share of It, for that
would hinply that he never was the reciplent of
any of the profits or dividends or certain shares
of Credit Mabiller stock held by Oakes Ames as
trustee for him. I cannot belleve that he wounld
mnke auch adeclaration—first, because he s a
member In good standing In the Christinn
church, and second, beeause T think he has
too much  digeretion to  place himself in
a poeltion where  he  ean he Con-
tradicted by his previous declarations,
I know that Gen. Garflieid has from the com-
mencement of the suit of Henry B, McCOomb
agnlnst the Credit Mobiller of Ameriea, now

Wasnisaroy, Sept. 16.—Appropos to the
Credit Mobiller exposé, 1 have a =imlilar story to
tell concerning the legislation which the Balti-
more and Potomac Rallrosd Company procured
from Congress. It will be remembered that the
Haltimore and Ohio Rallroad Company fought
the Pennsvivania Rallrcad, which really con-
trols the Baltimore and Potomao, with all the
abllity and means it could command, and it re-
quired some fine manipulation on the part of
Tom Scott to socure their charter, or the right
of way through the District of Columbia.
