Kern county was undertaken as an exper-
iment, mid thirty thousand pounds was
ral-e- d, winch wn sold In San Francisco at
thirty-on- o cents pr pound. This yeara
largo area of laud lu that region lias
been planted tu cotton, with thu mcst
prnmi-iu- c results. In less than two months
from the timo of planting, the Ileitis were
covered with bolls and blooms, while in
the most 'anion cotton regions of thu
South it takes from three to tin 00 and a
half months for the plants to reach 10 ad-

vanced a state of dux ulopmeut.
A gentleman who U practically engaged

bi the cotton culture writes to tho fan
Francisco Bulletin that ho regards the val-

ley of tho Kern ns superior to tho famous
cotton belt of the Mlssisslmii for the prowl li

of this staple. Ho believes that tho yield
per acre will be greater than in any of tho
Atlantic States, that less lnbor is required
to cultivate It successfully, and that thu
growth of tho plant Is more rapid and uni-

form than imywhero else. Ho says that
California Is the only country that lias ever
pioduced an entlio crop whleh has been
oliv silled by experts as of tho uulfoim
Crude, "Now Orleans middling." This
gentleman has made a careful estimate of
tlio cost of production of tho growing
orop, fiom tlio tlmu of planting to lu de-

livery for shipment, which he sets nt 13'
oents per pound. Other estimates plaeo
tho cost of production much lower. An
English llrm lu San Finncisco agrees to
givo cents per pound for all tliocot'ou
th it offers of tho same grado which Is
now produced lu tho State.

It appeals lo bo fully demonstrated that
cotl.iii of a good nuality eun be raised In
California, and the only ipie-tlo- u ns to its
becoming 1111 Important product there Is

that of procuring the labor requisite for
making the crop at such rates as will leave
the producer a profit. From tlio accounts
given lu the California Journals it looks as
If those who havo undei taken its culture
thus far would bo well repaid for their
enterprise; but whether It can bo prollt-abl- y
